294. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors A. Grist and M. Jones.  

295. Council Minutes
The Notes of the Town Council meeting held on 3rd October 2006 (10-03-06MINS) were confirmed and signed as a correct record.

296. Mayor’s Announcements
The Mayor, Councillor Mrs. M.W. Finch invited Councillors to attend the War Memorial on 11th November at 10.45am for a 15 minute Ceremony of Re-dedication of the War Memorial and a wreath laying service at 11am commemorating the official end of the war.  She also invited Councillors to attend the War Memorial on 12th November (Remembrance Sunday) at 10.30am for a wreath laying service, 2 minutes silence, parade and divine church service.   Finally, she announced that she and Dr. Taffinder the Chairman of ELDC are holding a joint Charity Bridge Day on 9th November in the Town Hall from 9.30am to 4pm.  She told Councillors that tickets are £12.50 each and she respectfully said that if any Councillors thought they might like to join in or were able to help, their efforts would be greatly appreciated.

PLANNING AND ENVIRONMENT COMMITTEE MEETING


297. Presentation by Mr. L. Goodwin and Mr. P. Wooffindin of The Louth Living Well Foundation
Mr. L. Goodwin explained The Louth Living Well Foundation proposals for Cannon Street House, Cannon Street, Louth.  The LLWF hope to refurbish the whole building and re-establish Louth’s Pentecostal Church  within it.  Cannon Street House was first home to the Pentecostal Church in 1927.  Therefore the LLWF are retracing its roots.  The LLWF also hope to open a coffee shop and play area within the building.  They will fund the project in the following ways: 1. The LLWF currently own three properties which they will either sell or transfer; 2. They will hold special funding days; 3. They will rent out office space and parking spaces; and 4. They will apply for external grants.  They hope to have purchased the building by the end of this year and to have completed most of the works by Easter 2007 when on 9th March it will be the 80th Anniversary of the opening of the original Louth Pentecostal Church.  Louth Town Council thanked the LLWF for their presentation and wished them the best of luck with their plans.

298. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders congratulated GW on the tasteful way in which it has finished its new shop front on Eastgate.  She apprised Councillors that the planned waste transfer station on the Industrial Estate is to be a £2.3 million investment.  She told Councillors that she has a document which details the scope of the plans and she invited Councillors to view it.  The Town Clerk reported that he had received notification from ELDC that plots ??, ??, ?? and ?? have been sold to LCC.  He told Councillors that this has happened and the Town Council have not been consulted.  He has written to ELDC requesting an explanation for this and will report back to the Council as soon as a reply is received.  Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders read out extracts from a letter received from Lincolnshire Primary Care Trust via Nigel Howells regarding Shaping Acute Services in Lincolnshire ‘Creating the Future’.  She asked the Town Clerk to e-mail this document to all Councillors with an internet connection and post a copy to those without the internet for their perusal, and invited them to send their comments in writing or by e-mail to her before Wednesday 8th November, which is the deadline for replies.  The Chairman also announced that there will be a meeting in Louth Library on Wednesday 22nd November from 10am to 1pm where attendees can have their say on rights of way.  Finally, she read out a letter from Stephanie Gilluly which said that LCC are investigating ways of improving Cultural Services.  One possibility that has arisen is the building of an Integrated Cultural Facility in Lincoln.  The Town Council asked the Town Clerk to reply to Ms Gilluly and suggest that Louth Town Council think that other places should be considered for the site of this new facility, rather than Lincoln.

300. Minutes of the Meeting
The notes of the Meeting of Tuesday 17th October 2006 (10-17-06MINS) were discussed, approved and signed by the Chairman, as the Minutes and a correct record of that meeting.

301. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk had nothing to report.

1. Applications Received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedules PA/Sched/103106 and PA/Sched/103106 Post Agenda.

Councillor B. Burnett left the room while application number (5) ????? - Planning Permission - ??? was discussed.

It was resolved to support all applications.  However, it was further RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should write to ELDC and question the propriety of the way in which plan 5 was dealt with by them as this plan relates to a major, prominent building in the Town and it was only received by the Town Council on 27th November with a letter attached stating that “… this was purely for ???????”.

1. From: LCC – Temporary Road Closure
Location: Wellington Street - Reason for closure: Essential Maintenance Works - Period of closure: 6/11/06 for approximately 5 days - Alternative route: James Street, Newbridge Hill.
2. From: ELDC Re. N/105/02847/05 
Applicant: ELDC - Proposal: Listed Building Consent - Alterations to an existing Town Hall to provide new stone entrance with handrail and various internal signage - Location: Town Hall, Eastgate, Louth, LN11 9NW.  This application was withdrawn on 6th October 2006.
3. From: The Planning Inspectorate re: Appeal Ref: APP/D2510/A/06/2013296 - Bridge View, 1 Kenwick Road, Louth, Lincolnshire, LN11 8EF.
The appeal is made under section 78 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 against a refusal to grant outline planning permission.  The appeal is made by Mr. T. L. and Mrs. T. Armstrong against the decision of ELDC.  The application re. N/105/00066/06, dated 7th January 2006, was refused by notice dated 24th January 2006.  The development proposed is outline permission for a single dwelling on land currently used as garden.  The Planning Inspectorates decision is: to dismiss the appeal.  Main Issue: the effect of the proposed development upon highway safety.

303. Hubbards Hills Regeneration Proposals
It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should write to ELDC, as soon as possible, and report that the Town Council strongly supports option 2, as presented to them at the Town Council meeting of 17th October 2006.

304. Late Night Shopping
Councillors B, Burnett and C. Finch declared a personal interest in this agenda item as members of ELDC.  It was resolved that the Town Clerk should write to ELDC (copy to the Chamber of Business) and ask them to look into the possibility of subsidising transport to assist residents of outlying villages to come into Louth for the Late Night Shopping Event.

305. Planning Decision
The Committee noted that there were no decisions which were at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations.

GENERAL PURPOSES AND FINANCE COMMITTEE MEETING

306. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor G.C. Lindsay informed the Committee that he had attended the LALC AGM on 28th October and he had tabled a report for Councillors perusal.  He announced that the next Area Committee Meeting is to be on 5th December.  It was resolved that this should be placed on the agenda of the next meeting on 14th November 2006.  Councillor C. Finch said that he thought that Councillors from the District Council should attend Louth Town Council meetings.  The Chairman agreed and said that they would be very welcome.  The Chairman announced that a letter had been received from ELDC stating that a Funding and Information Fair is to take place at Mablethorpe Community Centre on Monday 27th November 2006 from 11am to 4pm.  He also announced that the Government has now withdrawn from its special monitoring arrangement with ELDC which has been in place since their CPA result in 2004.

309. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk asked Councillors to ensure that they had received 2 tables items: 1) The report of the LALC AGM; and 2) The Executive Summary - Brown’s Panorama.  He also announced that a Town Council Newsletter had been produced.  He asked that all Councillors endeavour to distribute copies of this to the public. 

310. Brown’s Panorama
The Mayor asked the Committee to peruse the tabled ‘Executive Summary - Brown’s Panorama’.  She informed the Committee that the Art Restoration Working Group had met that evening at 6pm and had narrowed the short list of conservators down to two.  However, she reported that there were still some issues that the Working Group wished to investigate and she asked that they be allowed more time.  It was RESOLVED that the Working Group should invite the two conservators to come before them for interview and any other Councillors wishing to attend should be allowed to sit in on the meeting.  It was further RESOLVED that the Working Group should be given 30 working days to reach a conclusion.

Councillor A.M. Lione left the meeting at 9.10pm.


311. Lovely Louth Competition
The Town Clerk announced that he had been approached by Mr. D. Fairburn, who had informed him that one of the Lovely Louth Trophy’s is full and needs replacement.  He said that Madeira House had offered to sponsor the new trophy.  It was RESOLVED that Louth Town Council should purchase a new trophy and politely decline Madeira House’s offer.

312. Grants
1. It was RESOLVED that Agenda Item 7 Grants - a. Louth Old Boys Junior Football Club; b. Ludensian Singers; and c. Louth and District Scout Fellowship should be deferred to the next FOG meeting on 6th November 2006.
2. Following perusal of the copy correspondence circulated with the agenda, it was RESOLVED that a further £200 should be given to the Gatherums and Springside Group from the Councils S.137 funds.  

313. Standards Board for England
Councillor Mrs. P.F. Watson informed the Council that she had conducted some research into the legalities of reporting colleagues to the Standards Board for England and had been informed that a Council is required by law to report a Councillor if a Councillor commits what is considered to be a criminal act.  If a Council does not report it each Councillor individually is in breach of the Code of Conduct.  She also told the Committee that any Councillor can write to the Standards Board for England in support of a colleague who has been reported.
