366. Election of Chairman

367. Apologies for Absence

368. Council Minutes

PLANNING AND ENVIRONMENT COMMITTEE MEETING


370. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders, announced that a Continental Market will take place this Sunday 17th December 2006, in the Cornmarket from 9am. She also announced that a letter had been received from Mr. A. Hall detailing the seven Non-Executive Directors that have been appointed to the Trust Board of Lincolnshire Primary Care Trust.  (Councillors can view a copy of this letter in the Town Clerk’s office).  Finally, she announced that a letter had been received from the Planning Inspectorate regarding an Appeal Decision for Planning Application No. N/105/00754/06 60-68 Upgate, Louth, LN11 9JN, Applicant: Lincolnshire Co-Operative Limited, Developments: Change of use from offices to premises for the operation of a funeral director’s business within Use Class A1 of the Town and Country Planning (Use Classes) Order 1987, together with ancillary offices and preparation areas.  Summary of decision: Appeal is dismissed.  (Councillors can view a copy of this letter in the Town Clerk’s office).

372. Minutes of the Meeting
The notes of the Meeting of Tuesday 28th November 2006 (11-28-06MINS) were discussed, approved and signed by the Chairman, as the Minutes and a correct record of that meeting.

373. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
In the absence of the Town Clerk, his Secretary, Mrs. L. Phillips announced that she had nothing to report.

374. Applications Received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedules (PA/Sched/121206) and (PA/Sched/121206 Post Agenda).  It was resolved:
1. (1) 02502/06 – Planning Permission – S.G. Investments – Plot 14, Nottingham Road, Louth - to object on the grounds that there was insufficient information available for the Committee to make a decision.  
2. (3) 02691/06 – Planning Permission – Mr. and Mrs. C. Ayton – 153b Eastgate, Louth – to support provided that ELDC give further consideration to the application and consult with LCC over the lighting of Espin Walk as the Committee felt that if this development were to go ahead Espin Walk would become very gloomy and might become a crime spot.  It was suggested that perhaps the street light at the Old Mill Park end of Espin Walk could be turned slightly so that it shines more light into the passage.
3. (6) PL/0176/06 – Planning Permission – Kidgate Primary School – Kidgate Primary School, Kidgate, Louth – to object on the grounds of incorrect use of materials in a conservation area and unsightly design in a conservation area.  The Committee requested that this application be referred back to the Conservation Officer.
4. To support all remaining applications.

375. Correspondence
The Committee noted the following items of correspondence:
1. From: ELDC – re: Planning Application No. N/105/02184/06 – Applicant: G. & M. Chapman & J. Hughes – Proposal: Planning Permission – erection of 2 no. town houses and 1 no. single storey dwelling, with provision of parking spaces – Location: 36 Church Street, Louth, LN11 9BS.  Notification that further to the Town Council’s recent correspondence regarding the above, the application was withdrawn on 28th November 2006. 
2. From: The Planning Inspectorate – re: Appeal Decision Planning Application No. N/105/00373/05 – Applicant Travelcare – Development: position air conditioning condensers - Site: 101 Eastgate, Louth, Lincolnshire, LN11 9PL.  Notification that the Appeal has been dismissed as the development conflicts with, in particular, East Lindsey Local Plan policy A4 and causes an unacceptable loss of amenity to neighbours.

376. Spout Yard – reconsideration of street name
The Committee reconsidered its recommendation of Ludgate Walk in the light of historical evidence suggesting the street might originally have been called Healey’s Court and a request from a member of the public that the street be named The Stables after the on-site manager of the Builders who are currently working at Spout Yard.  After a lengthy discussion where the pro’s and con’s of each suggestion were discussed.  It was RESOLVED that the street should be called Ludgate.

Councillor A.M. Lione arrived at 7.59pm.

377. Street Collection
The Committee RESOLVED to recommend that authorisation for a permit for a street collection in Louth on Saturday 13th January 2007 in aid of the charity Fighting Blindness be declined on the grounds that this is not a local charity and the monies collected would not go immediately to the charity they would be kept, in the interim, by the collector who would then add to them after carrying out a 90km trek in Kerala, also in aid of this charity.  The Committee suggested that perhaps Ms Paylor could approach a local supermarket and ask to perform a collection in its foyer.

378. Planning Decision
The Committee noted the following decision which was at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations:
a. ELDC have granted Full Planning Permission for N/105/01506/06 - Planning Permission - New Linx Housing Trust - Land rear of 2-10 Brackenborough Road, with access off Beech Grove, Louth.  Louth Town Council voted unanimously to object to this application on the grounds of over intensification, severe problems with access and egress onto Brackenborough Road, the general road infrastructure at junction with Keddington Road cannot adequately cope.  Other infrastructure, sewers water etc., similarly would be overstretched.  This application should go to the Development Control Committee – as per minute 279 1. Mins 10-17-06.
