480. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillor F.W.P. Treanor. This was approved by the Committee.


481. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor K. Sharp had no remarks to make.

482. Declarations of Interest
No interests were declared.
483. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 18th December 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.
484. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk informed the Committee that she was in the process of collating statistics on local deaths to use in projections of future requirements for cemetery space. This information could also be of use when preparing Pandemic Emergency Plans. The Town Clerk also informed the committee that she was seeking further quotes for the workshop roof having ascertained that the work required was greater than originally anticipated, and that the work to internal and external hedges was to take place week commencing 28th January 2008.
485. Emergency Expenditure
The Committee noted that an external grave digger was hired for one day on Tuesday 8th January 2008 to assist the Cemetery staff with grave digging due to a higher than usual interment rate, eight full burials (including one at double depth) and two ashes for the year to date compared to the same period in 2007 where a total of 5 full burials had taken place.

Councillor F.W.P. Treanor arrived at 08:52pm.

486. Statistics
The Committee noted that for the year ending 31st December 2007 there were a total of 71 interments made up of 54 burials and 21 ashes this being a 9.2% increase on 2006 figures which by comparison had a total of 65 interments.  There is a very slight shift between the number of full burials and ashes, the burial of ashes now accounts for 30% of all interments, this being a 2% increase on 2006.
