466. Committee Minutes

467. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk had nothing to report.

468. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/01/22/08) and RESOLVED:
a. (1) N/105/02679/07 Lincs Partnership NHS Foundation Trust – Object on the grounds of not being a sustainable application due to access restrictions (foot & public transport), Health and Safety issues for the client group (vulnerable / elderly), unsuitable location for the service to be provided.
b. (2) N/105/02810/07 New Linx Housing Trust – Support with the condition added of suitable landscaping treatment to the front of the development.

c. (3) N/105/03059/07 Grantham Industries Ltd – Support with the condition added of suitable landscaping treatment.

d. (4) N/105/03138/07 Sovereign Homes Ltd – Object for the following reasons -  highway access and increased local traffic, layout and design of site (‘Island’ feature), proximity of Industrial Estate, drainage issues (including impact on adjacent parishes), over intensification of site, contamination of site (hazardous substances), lack of housing need.
e. (5) N/105/03164/07 Ms J. Golding – Object for the following reasons - Increased access to highway (over and above original non residential permission), landscaping issues and proximity to industrial estate, neighbours objections, lack of access to amenities and services, poor planning co-ordination (location of waste management facilities on industrial estate). 
f. (9) N/105/03308/07 Mr. I. Reeves – Object for the following reasons - design unsympathetic to existing dwelling.
g. (10) N/105/03313/07 Simon Nicholson Designs Ltd - Object for the following reasons - on the grounds that this development is piecemeal, has insufficient parking arrangements and will encourage on street parking, access on the brow of a hill is dangerous and the design is detrimental to the street scene in a Conservation Area.
h. (12) N/105/03160/07 GBM Ltd - Strongly object, again, to development as contrary to the LCC Adopted Waste Plan. Councillors unanimously deplore the detrimental affect on the neighbouring properties.
i. (13) PL\0169/07 LCC - no improvement to previous plans submitted -Use of playing field space, access to busy highway, conflict of buses and traffic exiting site

d. From: ELDC Re: Concessionary Travel National Scheme.  Notification that Concessionary Travel goes nationwide from 1st April 2008 and anyone over 60 or with a certain disability will be able to travel anywhere in England, for free, on a timetabled local bus route.  All eligible residents (including those who already hold a bus pass) will need to apply for this new national bus pass as soon as possible so that ELDC can ensure that they receive it by April 2008.  Applications can be obtained from the office from ELDC by telephoning 08446 601111 or at www.e-lindsey.gov.uk along with information regarding the qualifying criteria and proof of eligibility required. 473. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following District Council Decisions which were at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations.

ELDC have refused N/105/01725/07 for Planning Permission – Alterations to existing dwelling to provide 8 no. replacement windows and 1 no. replacement door, all in white UPVC in accordance with additional information received by the Local Planning Authority on 13th November 2007.  28 Trinity Lane, Louth, LN11 8DL. Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting of 23rd October 2007.  ELDC reasons (abbreviated) – Proposal inappropriate and undesirable by reason of its proposed profile and material of the window frames which would not reflect the distinctive character of the area and would neither preserve nor enhance the character or appearance of the Louth Conservation Area.
