507. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk informed Councillors that she had received a letter from Mrs. D. Stephenson on behalf of the Hospice expressing concern regarding the distribution of the Town Guide.  She told Councillors that she had replied to Mrs. Stephenson and endeavoured to set the record straight. The Town Clerk also informed the Committee that ELDC have received Louth Town Council’s precept request.  However, they have asked for more detail as they have an obligation to publish them.  Finally, the Town Clerk informed the Committee that Councillor G. Horton has visited the Town Hall to peruse the redundant CCTV equipment and is going to take samples of it away to auction.  She also reported that at present she is endeavouring to ascertain the correct procedure for disposal of the evidence tapes that are stored in the old CCTV rooms from Mr. J. Flemming.
