561.  Invitation to contribute to the East Lindsey Landscape Character Assessment
Committee noted the attached letter, and declined to nominate a representative to attend the stakeholder meeting at Manby. Members were encouraged to attend the open events, the closest being that to be held at the Conoco Rooms Monday 17th March 2008 – 2.00pm – 5.00pm.

562. Street Naming  
The Committee perused the plans provided and the naming suggestions and it was RESOLVED that:

a. Plan 10a was acceptable as Abbey Park and

b. Plan 10b was not acceptable as Riverhead Court would be a duplicate of another nearby location in Louth. The alternative suggestion was ‘Old School Court’ which would be proposed to Lincs Building Consultancy.
 
563. Street Collections 
The Committee supported the street collection for The Vegetarian Society to be held on 24th May 2008.

564. Disposal of Louth’s Waste
Councillor C. Finch reported that he had obtained information from LCC as to the end point destination of each type of kerbside waste. Treatment of collected mixed recyclables is dependant on the type i.e. Aluminium, Steel, HDPE Plastics, PET Plastics, Other Plastics, Paper and Cardboard and can take place in different locations ranging from Leeds to China. Councillors commented on the amount of mileage that some recyclables travel but noted that the best use of transportation methods was used. Councillor C. Finch provided a spreadsheet analysis of the Material Breakdown for ELDC that is available in the office for councillors to view.

565. Consultation on a draft methodology for Boston and East Lindsey Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessments
Committee noted that the above document is available to view in the office or at www.boston.gov.uk/SHLAA or WWW.e-lindsey.gov.uk/SHLAA .  Committee RESOLVED to endeavour to view the document and pass their written comments to the Town Clerk by 26th March in order that responses can be sent off to meet the deadline of 31st March 2008.

566. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following District Council Decisions which were at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations. 
a. ELDC have granted Full Planning Permission to N/105/03066/07 – Erection of 1 no. pair of semi detached houses, provision of car parking spaces, erection of boundary walls and fencing 2.0 metres in height and construction of vehicular accesses. Land rear of 70 – 78 High Holme, Road, Louth. Louth Town Council objected on the grounds of over-intensification of site and the removal of back garden amenities from existing properties at its meeting of 8th January 2008. ELDC reasons – that this proposed development would be in accordance with the development plan, would not materially harm the character of the area, the living conditions of neighbouring occupiers, would only have a slight impact on highway safety and would be acceptable in all other planning considerations.
b. ELDC have granted Conservation Area Consent to N/105/03313/07 – Demolition of existing store building. Land West of car park, Newmarket, Louth. Louth Town Council objected on the grounds   that this development is piecemeal, has insufficient parking arrangements and will encourage on street parking, access on the brow of a hill is dangerous and the design in detrimental to the street scene in a Conservation Area, at its meeting on 22nd January 2008. ELDC reasons – that this development would be in accordance with the development plan, would preserve the character and appearance of the Louth Conservation Area, and would be acceptable in all other planning considerations.
c.  ELDC have refused N/105/03345/07  for planning permission – Alterations to existing supermarket to include new glazed openings and doors to the south elevation and new fire exit doors to the north elevation, in accordance with amended plans received by the Local Planning Authority on 16th January 2008. Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting on 5th February 2008.
