647. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillor A.Gardner-Clarke. This was approved by the Council.

648. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman Councillor B. Burnett informed the Committee that Clement Keys (External Audit) had sent the Annual Return forms for completion and authorisation by the 31st July 2008. He also confirmed that arrangements were in hand for the appointment of the internal auditor.

649. Declarations of Interest

650. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 8th April 2008 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.


651. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that several meetings had taken place regarding the precept project of Floral Enhancements for Roundabouts. This included being informed of the parameters (Health and Safety, Road Visibility, and surrounding environments) of the enhancements from LCC, current maintenance arrangements from ELDC, potential landscapers and sponsorship management companies. There would be a more detailed report available at a future meeting when updates would be received on other 2008/09 precept projects. Councillors added that there may be funding available from the Lindsey Action Zone Scheme. 


652. Damage to Seating on the Maple Close / Victoria Road Junction
 Councillors noted the above and the feedback from Interskill suggesting that a complete replacement is required.  The Town Clerk notified the Committee that options of like for like (wood) or recycled plastic were available at costs of around £300. The Committee approved:

a. That the seating be replaced with recycled plastic bench and that
b. The costs should not exceed £300.00.

653. Hubbards Hills
Councillor A. Leonard Chairman of the group reported that the legal submission was being progressed by the compilation of all relevant documentation. Councillor Leonard also acknowledged the receipt of correspondence from The Friends Of Hubbards Hills and informed the committee that a letter thanking them for their efforts would be despatched. Councillors commented that although there were many interested parties in Hubbards Hills , ultimately decisions were the responsibility of Louth Town Council.

654. Eastern Shires Purchasing Organisation (ESPO)
Committee received and perused the explanatory document and considered a recommendation by FOG to join ESPO.  Committee authorised the Town Clerk to complete the application form on behalf of Louth Town Council and make purchases as required.  (Current consideration is for Waste Disposal at the Cemetery).

655. Grant Application – Run for Life
Committee noted that the grant application form had been received outside of normal timescales, due to the date of the event, from the Louth Run for Life.  Committee considered the recommendation by FOG that £200 be carried forward from unspent 2007/08 S137 monies and this be given to the Louth Run for Life. The Town Clerk informed the Committee that after having looked into the use of S137 funding that monies could not be carried forward and therefore that this application would have to be funded from the current precept. The Committee approved the recommendation that £200 should be awarded to the Louth Run for Life.
