67. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 22nd May 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.


68. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Acting Proper Officer, Mrs. L. Phillips reported that she had executed all of the actions emanating from the meeting of 22nd May 2007.  However, so far only one reply had been received in relation to Minute 39 Planning Training.  She reported that she had spoken to Mr. I. Trowsdale, the Head of the Planning Department at ELDC on this issue and had been advised that ELDC are holding 4 sessions of planning training over 2 days on 17th and 18th July.  Mr. Trowsdale had opined that all Town Councillors should attend one of these sessions and if required he would then give a follow up session later.  Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders was of the opinion that the sessions should include a section on the Local Development Framework.

69. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/06/05/07) and resolved:
a. (8) N/105/01097/07 - Planning Permission - C. Bromfield - 66 Little Lane, Louth, LN11 9JU - to object on the grounds that UPVC windows and doors should not be used in the Conservation Area.
b. (14) N/105/01157/07 - Planning Permission - GBM - Plot 55, Bollingbroke Road, LN11 0WA - to object on the grounds of road safety.  The Committee noted that the application stated that a turning area for the lorries on the site will not always be available.  Therefore, very heavy lorries would sometimes be required to reverse out of the site.  The Committee were of the opinion that heavy lorries reversing out onto a busy road is not advisable or permissible.  
c. Councillor F.W.P. Treanor left the room while planning application (5) N/105/01047 was discussed. 
d. Councillors did not discuss planning application (7) N/105/01089/07 - British Telecom Plc - Land opposite 48-50 Gospelgate, Louth - as it was felt that the proposals described had already been carried out.

e. Councillors C. and Mrs. M.W. Finch left the room while planning application (10) N/105/01125/07 was discussed.
f. All remaining applications were supported.

70. Correspondence
a. From: LCC - Re: Temporary Road Closure - Location: Butcher Lane, Cornmarket and Mercer Row - Reason: Louth Run for Life - Period of Closure: 09.00hrs to 14.00hrs Sunday 1st July 2007 - Alternative Route: Diversion route will be signposted
b. From: The Society of Local Council Clerks - Re: East Midlands Regional Conference.  (See attached).
c. From: LCC – Re: Town or Village Green Application – Wood Lane, Louth – Notification that the aforementioned application will be considered by the LCC Planning and Regulation Committee on 4th June 2007.  A copy of the report to be considered at the meeting is in the Town Clerk’s office for Councillors perusal.  Councillor Mrs. M. Ottaway reported that the LCC Planning and Regulation Committee had refused the application to grant Town or Village Green Status to Wood Lane.  She also believed that another such application had already been put in.

71. Interconnect 51 Louth to Grimsby Bus Service - Bus Stop Clearaway on High Holme Road
The Committee RESOLVED to support the LCC proposals to mark the road where the bus stop at the North end of High Holme Road is situated with ‘Bus Stop Clearaway’ markings.  

The Committee thought that the position of the bus stop itself could be changed and they asked Councillor Mrs. P.F. Watson to bring this up at LCC in her position as County Councillor.

72. Memorial Bench
The Committee RESOLVED to approve the positioning of a bench (in memory of Mr. and Mrs. Johnson’s son, who was tragically killed in a motorbike accident on 12th April 2007), on the back of the pavement of the junction of Lyndon Way and Keddington Road, facing out of town.  The Committee further ReSOLVED to allow the Acting Proper Officer to sign an immobile property agreement on behalf of Louth Town Council.

73. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following District Council decisions which were at variance with Town Council recommendations:
a. ELDC have refused planning permission for N/105/00723/07 – 1 George Street, Louth, LN11 9JU – Extension to existing dwelling to provide an integral single garage with an en-suite bathroom over, on the site of existing attached single garage, which is to be removed.  Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting of 10th April 2007, Minute 592 f.
b. ELDC have given full planning permission for N/105/00577/07 – Former Linpac Factory Site, Newbridge Hill, Louth, LN11 0JT - To vary condition no. 8 “The scheme of landscaping and tree planting shown on Drawings Nos. L1 and L2 received by the Local Planning Authority on 30th August 2005 (as agreed by the applicant) shall be carried out in its entirety within the period of 12 months beginning with the date on which development is commenced (or within such longer period as may be agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority).  All trees, shrubs and bushes shall be adequately maintained for the period of 5 years beginning with the date of completion of the scheme and during that period all losses shall be made good as and when necessary”, condition no. 9 “All hard landscaping and boundary treatments shall be in accordance with Drawing Nos. L1 and L2 received by the Local Planning Authority on 30th August 2005” and condition no. 24 “Prior to the commencement of the development hereby permitted, final details on the proposed finished boundary treatments to the northern and western boundaries of the application site shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The detail shall include details on the management of the Leylandii hedge to the northern boundary.  The development shall be completed in accordance with the details approved”, as imposed on planning permission ref. no. N/105/02223/04 to allow the removal of the hedge/trees on the north-west boundary of the application site.  Louth Town Council refused this at its meeting of 10th April 2007.  Louth Town Council felt that the original conditions should be fully complied with.  Committee recommend that this application go to the Development Control Committee and asked that the landscape maintenance programme should be ongoing.

c. ELDC have refused planning permission for N/105/00782 – Land rear of 2 Lee Street, Louth – Erection of a detached house, existing buildings on site to be removed. Louth Town Council supported this at its meeting of 24th April 2007 minute 624 g.
d. ELDC have refused planning permission for N/105/00213/07 – 87 Newmarket, Louth, LN11 9EG – Alterations to an existing dwelling to provide a replacement front door in UPVC.  Louth Town Council supported this at its meeting of 4th April 2007 minute 592 f.
