The Town Clerk’s Secretary, Mrs. L. Phillips was present and Mrs. L. Blankley, who will take up post as the Town Clerk on 2nd July 2007 also sat in on the meeting.

88. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors A. Gardner-Clarke and D.E. Wing and these were approved by the Council.

89. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor Mrs. E. Ballard JP invited the Mayor to speak.  The Mayor, Councillor J.R. Macdonald said that Monday 25th June had been a disastrous day for many in Louth due to the flooding that had occurred.  He personally felt very sorry for the people who had been affected by the flooding.  He proposed that the Council send letters of thanks to the Fire Brigade, Police, WRVS and any other organisations that had helped out during the disaster.  The Council agreed.  

The Chairman congratulated Councillor Mrs. M. Ottaway, on behalf of the Council, for being awarded an MBE.  She then read out a letter from ELDC regarding planning application N/105/01097/07 – 66 Little Lane, Louth – Retention of 3 no. UPVC windows and 1 no. UPVC door on the front elevation.    This planning application was considered by Louth Town Council at its Planning and Environment Committee meeting of 5th June 2007 and Louth Town Council objected on the grounds that UPVC windows and doors should not be used in the Conservation Area.  The letter from ELDC said:

”I refer to the planning application mentioned above with which I am currently dealing and the comments received from the Town Council dated 7th June 2007.

For your information please note that this site is not within the Conservation Area, although it is covered by the Article 4 Direction Order.  There was an application recently at no. 70 for UPVC windows and door which the Town Council supported.  I would be grateful if this information could be brought to the attention of the Town Council and any revised comments forwarded as a matter of urgency.”

It was agreed that Louth Town Council should be consistent and that no UPVC should be allowed on older buildings, buildings in the Conservation Area or buildings covered by Article 4.  It was acknowledged, without prejudice, that in the case of 70 Little Lane the Town Council had made a mistake.

91. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 5th June 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.

92. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Acting Proper Officer, Mrs. L. Phillips reported that she had received an e-mail from Mr. M. Sollis at ELDC which sought the Town Council’s feelings about removing the bus shelter on the corner of Lime Grove and Keddington Road.  It was agreed that this should be a future agenda item.  She further reported that she was in the process of having the 2007/08 Louth Town Council Diary of Meetings printed and this would be available soon.  Finally, she made Councillors aware of a folder she holds and brings to every meeting which contains any e-mails that she sends out to Councillors.  She invited Councillors, especially those without e-mail facilities themselves to peruse this folder prior to meetings.

93. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/06/26/07) and RESOLVED:

a. (1) N/105/00677/07 – Planning Permission – Spout Yard Park Management Trust Ltd – Store rear of Spout Yard Park Gallery, Chequergate, Louth – to object on the grounds that the design of the store was thought to be poor and inappropriate for the area.  The Committee also felt that there was an inappropriate use of materials.
b. (9) N/105/01232/07 – Planning Permission – Hi-Lite Signs – Plot 65 Bolingbroke Road, Louth – to support with the proviso that some form of landscaping be considered.
c. (11) N/105/01260/07 – Conservation Area Consent – R. Ambrose, Esq. – Land rear of 70 Church Street, Louth – to support.  However, Committee noted that the following application:

had come before them on 5th June 2007 and they asked that clarification be sought from ELDC as to why the two applications had not been submitted together, as they believed, should have been the case.
Councillors C. and Mrs. M.W. Finch left the room while this planning application was discussed.

94. Correspondence

A. From: LCC - Re: Mid Lincolnshire Local Access Forum Meeting.  Notification that this public meeting will take place on 24th July 2007 from 6.30pm at Legbourne Village Hall.  
B. From: ELDC – Re: Planning Application N/105/00031/07 - Unit 4A Thames Street, Louth and Planning Application N/105/00728/07 - 6 St. Marys Lane, Louth, LN11 0DT.  Notification that the two aforementioned applications have been withdrawn further to our recent correspondence.
C. From: ELDC – Re: Planning Application N/105/01157/07 – Plot 55 Bolingbroke Road, Louth, LN11 0WA.  Notification that further to our recent correspondence this application has been withdrawn and will be dealt with by LCC as a County Matter.
D. From: LCC – Re: Town or Village Green Application – Wood Lane, Louth – Notification that the Planning and Regulation Committee rejected the application to register Wood Lane, Louth as a Town or Village Green under the Commons Registration Act 1965.  However, another application has now been received to register the land under the Commons Act 2006.  This will be processed in the near future.
E. From: Lincolnshire Wolds Countryside Service – Re: Lincolnshire Wolds AONB Annual Report 2006/07.  A copy of the Lincolnshire Wolds AONB Annual Report 2006/07 is available in the Council Office should Councillors wish to peruse it.

94. Planning Training for Parish/Town Councillors
Councillors noted that further to their request for planning training Mr. I. Trowsdale, the Head of the Planning Department at ELDC has arranged training and would appreciate it if as many Councillors as possible would attend one of the sessions.  Should further training be felt necessary, he will then liaise with the Town Council about arrangements for this.  Councillors also noted that places are limited to 30 per session and are allocated on a first come first served basis.  Therefore, Councillors were urged to contact Mrs. Phillips as soon as possible with their preferred session so that she might endeavour to book places.

95. Street Collection
The Committee RESOLVED that ELDC should be contacted and informed that Louth Town Council recommend that a permit be issued to Rescue and Re-home Stray and Unwanted Cats for a street collection in Louth on Saturday 18th August.

96. Louth, St. Michaels Road, Proposed Permanent One Way Order
It was RESOLVED that Louth Town Council are against the Proposed Permanent One Way Order at St. Michaels Road, Louth.  It was further RESOLVED that a letter should be sent to LCC (copy to Councillor Hough) outlining the Town Council’s objections.

97. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee noted the following tree work and commented that perhaps, where possible and if appropriate, a replacement tree could be planted:
a. Tree Preservation Order: Louth No1. 2000, Trees T2-3, adjacent to Ticklepenny Walk, Louth
i. English Oak (tree 2): 30% reduction of extending branches beyond crown – this work will balance the crown and ensure that the tree is more compact.
ii. English Oak (tree 3): 30% reduction of South side of tree (limb over path) – this work will reduce the weight of tree over the path.
An officer has visited the site and considers the proposed work to be justified and will not affect the amenity of the trees.  (Map attached).
b. 17a George Street, Louth, which is within the Louth Conservation Area
i. Fell 1 Sycamore tree – as the tree is starting to interfere with a boundary wall.  (Map attached).
