124. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 26th June 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.

125. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley announced that she had received the agenda for the next Louth Area and Horncastle Area Committee Meeting and she invited interested Councillors to contact her to arrange a suitable time to view these, should anyone wish.  Finally, she reported that any Councillors who asked to be booked onto the ELDC Planning Training taking place on 17th and 18th July should take it that their place was secured.  

126. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/07/10/07) and RESOLVED:

a. To support all applications with the proviso that the Civic Trusts comments* regarding N/105/01332/07 - Newmarket Stores, 103-105 Newmarket, Louth be taken into account.  

*The Civic Trust objected to the increased size of the fascia signboard and to aluminium being used in a conservation area.  They also felt that this opportunity should be taken to improve the visual appearance of this shopfront in the conservation area.

127. Correspondence
The Committee noted the following items of correspondence:
a. From: LCC - Re: Street Lighting Replacement – Mount Pleasant Area, Louth.  Notification that LCC are, as part of their ongoing street lighting replacement programme, replacing street lighting columns in the Mount Pleasant area.  
b. From: ELDC – Re: Planning Application N/105/01089/07 – Land opposite 48-50 Gospelgate, Louth.  Notification that the aforementioned application has been withdrawn further to our recent correspondence.
c. From: The Planning Inspectorate – Re: Planning Application N/105/02409/06 – 99 Grimsby Road, Louth – Mrs. S. Addison – erection of new 3 bedroom detached dwelling.  To note that this appeal has been dismissed.
d. From: LCC – Re: Temporary Road Closure – Location: Mount Pleasant – Period of Closure: 30/07/07 to 20/08/07 (3 days during this period) – Alternative Route: Church Street, Monks Dyke Head, Little Lane and Vice Versa.
e. From: ELDC – Re: Training on the new Code of Conduct – ELDC have arranged training to be delivered by Eleanor Hoggart (Monitoring Officer at ELDC) and Richard Enderby (LALC) for Thursday 26th July 2007 at Horncastle Town Hall.  Training starts at 7.00pm and lasts for approximately 1hr 30mins.  If anyone is interested in attending please inform the Town Clerk, as soon as possible, so that places can be reserved.

128. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee noted the following tree work and it was RESOLVED to support it:
a. Tree Preservation Order: Louth 1961, Trees within the property of El Tucan, Stewton Lane, Louth
i. SG1 mixed species group: remove stems to achieve a minimum clearance of 2m to the property.
ii. T 1 Cypress Lawson: remove
iii. T2 Cypress Leyland: remove
iv. TG2 Mixed Species Group (including 3 x Ornamental Plum, 1 x Beech, 1 x Holly, 1 x Laburnum): remove stems to achieve a clearance of 5m to the property
v. TG3 Cypress Leyland Group: remove stems to achieve a minimum clearance of 10m to the property
The trees identified for proposed remedial works have been implicated as contributory factors in subsidence damage related to clay shrinkage.  Marishal Thompson & Co., Arboricultural & Ecological Consultants, have undertaken a site visit and produced a report deeming this work to be necessary.  (Please see the attached site plan and proposed works).


Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders left the room while the following item was discussed.

b. 7 Westgate, Louth – which is within the Conservation Area
i. Fell 1 Eucalyptus tree – because of safety concerns.  (Map attached).
An officer has visited the site and considers that the works will not significantly affect the amenity of the area. 

129. Proposed Waiting Restrictions at Grosvenor Road/Keddington Road, Louth
The Committee considered a letter and plan sent by LCC regarding the above and it was RESOLVED that Louth Town Council support LCC’s proposals.

130. Removal of Bus Shelter, Corner of Lime Grove and Keddington Road
Further to an e-mail from ELDC seeking the comments of Louth Town Council on the above.  It was RESOLVED that Louth Town Council object to the removal of the bus shelter on the corner of Lime Grove and Keddington Road.  However, they would not object to the current shelter being replaced by a new one.

131. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following District Council Decisions which were at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations:
a. ELDC have refused N/105/00812/07 for Listed Building Consent – Alterations to existing listed building to include repainting and to provide 1 no. non-illuminated fascia sign and 1 no. non-illuminated double sided projecting sign at existing Building Society, and to include the repainting of the upper floor level windows to white - Nottingham Building Society, 22-23 Market Place Louth.  Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting on 22nd May 2007.
b. ELDC have refused N/105/00851/07 for Planning Permission – To replace existing 5 no. windows and 2 no. doors with UPVC windows to ground floor flat in accordance with additional information received by the Local Planning Authority on 23rd May 2007 – 3 James Court, James Street, Louth.  Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting on 5th June 2007.
c. ELDC have given Full Planning Permission for N/105/01097/07 – Retention of 3 no. UPVC windows and 1 no. UPVC door on the front elevation – 66 Little Lane, Louth.  Louth Town Council objected to this application at its meeting on 5th June 2007 Minute 69a.
d. ELDC have given Full Planning Permission for N/105/00677/07 – Erection of a storage building in accordance with an amended plan received by the Local Planning Authority on 5th June 2007 – Store rear of Spout Yard Park Gallery, Chequergate, Louth.  Louth Town Council objected to this application at its meeting on 26th June 2007 Minute 93a.
