Members of the public addressed the Council prior to the meeting:

· Mrs. B. Evison and Mrs. Dodge spoke about the recent flooding in the town.

The Mayor, Councillor J.R. Macdonald offered all flood victims Louth Town Council’s sympathies and sincere condolences. He and several other Councillors went on to suggest that all flood victims and those concerned about this issue should attend the Louth Area Committee Meeting taking place on Tuesday 17th July at the Salvation Army Hall, Church Street, Louth from 7.30pm.  He informed the meeting that flooding is to be an agenda item at this meeting and he said that ELDC would be able to offer more answers to the publics questions and with its resources could thoroughly investigate the situation.  Louth Town Councillors unanimously voted to support the flood victims as much as they could and promised also to support them in their quest to have a public meeting with all relevant bodies in attendance so that the public can obtain answers to their questions.  Finally, the Council opined that a special commendation should go to the young man who had saved a nine year old boy from the raging waters on 25th June when the flood occurred.

120. Membership of Cemetery Committee
The Mayor explained that the Cemetery Committee currently has 8 members and in addition the Mayor and the Deputy Mayor are entitled to sit in on any Committee in an ex-officio capacity, should they not already be members of that Committee.  He said that several Councillors had expressed an interest in joining the Cemetery Committee and he asked those members present to comment.  Following a proposal by the Chairman of the Cemetery Committee, seconded by Councillor Mrs. M. Ottaway it was RESOLVED that the Cemetery Committee should be limited to ten members, not including the Mayor and the Deputy Mayor.  The Mayor then called for nominations.  It was RESOLVED that Councillors A.M. Lione and A. Leonard should also be made members of the Cemetery Committee.

121. Mayor’s Announcements
The Mayor announced that he and the Mayoress had attended many events in the seven weeks since they had been elected to post.  He informed the Council they had been invited to attend the Scouts St. George’s Day Service which was to be part of the Scout Camp at Manby which took place in May.  However, due to very inclement weather conditions the Scouts had been forced to, unfortunately, cancel the service.  He reported that he and the Mayoress had been to Egypt for two weeks and had returned at 4.30pm on Saturday 16th June and had the next day attended Bourne Civic Service.  He informed the Council that they had attended several Civic Services recently and just last Sunday (8th July) had attended a Special Service for the 400th Anniversary of Captain John Smith Founding Virginia in America in the morning and had then gone straight to Lincoln for the LCC Civic Service.  Finally, he announced that his Civic Service will take place on Sunday 23rd September 2007.
