Minutes of the Meeting of Louth Town Council’s

on Tuesday 24TH june 2007

Councillors A. Gardner-Clarke and D.E. Wing sat in on the meeting as observers.

The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley and her Secretary, Mrs. L.M. Phillips were also present.
158. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman announced that a new seat had been placed very close to the Linden Walk entrance to the Cemetery.  He opined that it might prove unsafe as there is a danger of youths congregating there.  Councillor J.R. Macdonald opined that the seats position had not been approved by Council.  The Town Clerk informed the Committee that she had checked back through the Council’s minutes and had found reference to the seat on two occasions: 1) General Purposes and Finance Meeting of 5th September 2007 Minute 219; and 2) Planning and Environment Meeting of 10th April 2007 Minute 591.  The Town Clerk opined that the contents of the minutes indicated to her that the matter had been dealt with properly.  However, she informed the Committee that she had spoken to the PCSO’s and they were to check the area regularly and report back.  Following a proposal by Councillor Mrs. M. Ottaway it was RESOLVED that:

a. All Councillors should check the position of the bench; and 
b. The issue should be discussed at the next Cemetery Meeting
Finally, the Chairman reported that he had been approached by several members of the public who all had different ideas about how the Cemetery should look.  He opined that the Cemetery looks very nice at the moment, despite the recent long spell of very inclement weather.  He was of the opinion that the recent bad weather has had very little adverse effect on the Cemetery. 

159. Declarations of Interest
No interests were declared.
160. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 26th June 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.


161. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that she was in receipt of an official scroll certifying that Louth Town Council are members of the Federation of Burial and Cremation Authorities.  
162. Grass Cutting at Cemetery
The Town Clerk informed the Committee that she, the Chairman and Mr. A. Banks, the Cemetery Superintendent had met with a Mr. C. Evans the Contract Manager for Veolia (formerly known as Service Team) at the Cemetery and they had clarified the details of the grass cutting contract that they hold at the Cemetery.  Mr. Evans had pointed out that they have difficulty cutting some areas due to the unauthorised edging and decoration on some plots.  It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should seek professional advice relating to the removal of the unauthorised objects and she should report back at the next meeting.  

163. Cemetery Chapel
Councillor A.M. Lione informed the Committee that a Mrs. J. Craggs had approached him and had offered to donate her recently deceased mother’s organ to the Cemetery Chapel.  Councillor Lione asked the Cemetery Committee if they would be willing to accept such a donation.  The Committee were in unanimous agreement that this was a very kind offer and they were delighted to accept it.  It was agreed that an official letter of thanks should be sent once the organ has been received and a press event should be organised.
