151. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor B. Burnett had no remarks to make.

152. Declarations of Interest
No interests were declared.
153. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 10th July 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.


154. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley announced that Grant Applications would not be considered at the next meeting on 7th August 2007 due to FOG having been unable to meet.  She reported that Grant Applications would be considered at a future meeting. She further reported that the new accounts software had now been installed and training had been received.  She also informed the Committee that there is an Action for Market Towns Convention being held on 26th and 27th September in Newmarket and asked any Councillors interested in attending to view the documentation in the office.  Finally, she announced that David Robinson has gifted two books to the Town Council one entitled Birds of Louth by John Clarkson and the other The Story of Hubbards Hills by David Robinson.  She informed the Committee that these are available to view in the office.

155. Louth 850th Charter Anniversary Fayre 1158 (2008)
The Committee considered a letter from Historical Promotions and Event Management, forwarded to them by ELDC, regarding the above.  It was RESOLVED that:
a. Louth Town Council support the idea of a 850th Charter Anniversary Fayre in principle; and
b. Nikki Gardner of ELDC and a representative of Historical Promotions and Event Management should be asked to give a presentation to Louth Town Council on the subject

156. Hubbards Hills Working Group
Councillor Mrs. M. Ottaway announced that posters advertising the Hubbards Hills Centenary Celebration are available from her.   However, she clarified that the Alford Boys Brigade will not perform.  She said that the event will be opened by the Mayor and she thanked him.  She told the Council that the recent inclement weather was causing some worry to the Working Group, but she hoped that this would have cleared by 1st August.  She reported that the St. James’ Church bells will ring at 1pm on 1st August and there will be games, balloons, competition games, an egg and spoon race etc.  She said that the police cadets and the PCSO’s would be present and the Mobile Art Fair would also be there along with the Riverhead Silver Band and if harvest duties did not intervene a Mini Steam Display would also be on show.  She reminded Councillors that event goers should bring their own picnic and she thanked Mr. and Mrs. Marsh, who own the café at Hubbards Hills, for all their help and support.  She also thanked Councillor B.R. Williamson for approaching Stagecoach, who have agreed to promote the bus route which runs close to the hills. Finally, she said that all primary schools were informed of the event before the end of the school year and she hoped that many youngsters would attend.

In the absence of Councillor Mrs. M.W. Finch there was nothing to report.  However, Councillor J.P. Dean asked to speak and he opined that the Council should send flowers and a card to Councillor Mrs. M.W. Finch to aid her recovery.  The Council agreed that this should be done.
