144. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 10th July 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.

Councillor F.G. Coonghe arrived at 7.39pm.

145. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley announced that a supply of ‘Guide to Use Classes’ were available for Councillors to take from the table near the door to the Council Chamber or from the office. 

146. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/07/10/07) and RESOLVED:
a. (1) 01276/05 – Planning Permission – C.D.L. (Builders) Ltd – Stanley Field, Riverhead, Louth.  To object.  Louth Town Council are concerned that this site is on a flood plain and in the light of recent events the Council were of the opinion that sites along the river are needed for flood water to be displaced.  The Town Council opined that this site and the river basin should be reserved for such use.  Louth Town Council also felt that the design of the proposed houses is unsuitable in a flood risk area and they were unhappy with the insufficient detail given regarding proposals for the existing wharf, footway and basin.  Concerns were also raised over the surface drainage with respect to the gradient of the land.
b. (3) 01176/07 – Planning Permission – Mrs. H.M. Vickers – Land west of 95 Keddington Road – Object.  Vehicles unable to turn in drive.  Over intensification on a small site.
c. (5) 01206/07 – Planning Permission – Dixon Directors Pension Trust – Dixon VW Dealership Tattershall Way, Louth, LN11 0YX - Support with conditions that: 1) Any lighting is directed towards the development and its intensity is restricted. 2) Class A1 permissions should be restricted to ancillary to the motor trade.
d. (7) 01244/07 – Planning Permission – DCO Ventures 1 – Site at Queen Street Place, Louth - Object on the grounds that the design is unsuitable in a Conservation Area.

e. Councillor C. Finch left the room during the following item.

f. (9) 01283/07 – Planning Permission – Gatherums and Springside Regeneration Group – Direction Signs, Commencing on New Street, Louth. Object.  Excessive and inappropriate signage in Conservation Area.

g. To support all remaining applications.  

147. Correspondence
The Committee noted the following items of correspondence:
a. From: LCC - Re: Flood Warning Siren Test – Notification that a full test of all the Flood Warning Sirens in Lincolnshire will take place during Wednesday 15th August 2007 between 9am and 3pm. 
b. From: The Planning Inspectorate – Re: Planning Application N/105/02095/06 – 2 Lee Street, Louth, LN11 9HJ – Mrs. A. Laverack and Messrs. J. & R. Laverack – erection of a detached dwelling.  To note that this appeal has been dismissed.
c. From: ELDC – Re: Planning Application N/105/01218/07 – 95 Kidgate, Louth, LN11 9BT.  Notification that the aforementioned application has been withdrawn further to our recent correspondence.

148. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee noted the following tree work and it was RESOLVED to support it:
a. Proposed work to Conifer trees at 19A St. Michaels Road, Louth, which is within the Louth Conservation Area
i. 10 x Conifer trees: reduce each tree to 6ft high and 2ft wide as the trees have become overgrown and unsightly.  (Plan attached).

149. Street Naming Proposals at Waterside, Riverhead, Louth
The Committee noted that it has been suggested that ‘Riverhead’ continue along the newly created highway to apartment blocks, plots 35/37/39.  The Chairman, Councillor T.F. Marris read out a letter from the Louth Navigation Trust.  Following a lengthy debate, it was RESOLVED that Louth Town Council should write to Persimmons and suggest that the two cul-de-sac sections of the above development be named Torrington Way and Stanley Close.

150. Planning Decisions
To note the following District Council Decisions which were at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations:
a. ELDC have refused N/105/01125/07 for Planning Permission – Erection of a detached house with a detached garage, erection of a boundary wall and gates to a maximum height of 1.8 metres, existing outbuildings on site to be removed which is an amendment to that previously approved under planning reference N/105/0468/01 at land rear of 70 Church Street, Louth.  Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting on 5th June 2007.
b. ELDC have refused N/105/01134/07 for Planning Permission – To erect a detached single garage and boundary wall to a maximum height of 2.2 metres at 26 Adrian Close, Louth, LN11 9EP.  Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting on 5th June 2007.
c. ELDC have refused N/105/01138/07 for Planning Permission – Extension to existing bungalow to provide a kitchen, lounge and dining room with an additional bedroom over with dressing area and bathroom and the provision of a dormer window, existing conservatory on site to be removed at 11 Mayfield Crescent, Louth, LN11 8EQ.  Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting on 5th June 2007.
d. ELDC have refused N/105/00890/07 for Planning Permission – Erection of a detached double garage at plot rear of 78 Seymour Avenue, Louth.  Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting on 5th June 2007.
