179. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor B. Burnett apologised for his late arrival.

180. Declarations of Interest

181. Committee Minutes

182. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk announced that Louth Town Council have now made their contribution towards the cost of the Hubbards Hills Regeneration.  She informed the Committee that, as previous agreed, Louth Town Council’s contribution had gone towards the Pahud Memorial.  She told the Committee that she was in receipt of a document giving fine details about the costs.  Councillor C. Finch and Mrs. M. Ottaway asked if they might be given copies of this document. 

183. Watercolour of Hubbard’s Mill
The Committee considered an e-mail asking the Town Council if they would like to purchase a watercolour by John Mogford entitled Hubbard’s Mill.  It was RESOLVED that Louth Town Council should not purchase the watercolour but should reply saying that other parties such as the Ants and Nats or the Louth Museum might be interested.

184. Hubbards Hills Working Group
Councillor Mrs. M. Ottaway apologised to the Town Council for having to postpone the Hubbards Hills Centenary Celebrations which should have taken place on 1st August 2007.  However, she announced that they had been rescheduled for 1st September 2007 between 12 noon and 5pm.  She thanked the Mayor for making himself available on this date and the Town Clerk and her Secretary for the extra work involved in ensuring the appropriate people were notified of the postponement.    She told the Committee that the bells had rung as planned on 1st August 2007 to mark the actual date.  She also reported that she had purchased a copy of the new book ‘ The Story of Hubbards Hills’ by David Robinson for Mr. and Mrs. Marsh, the café owners at Hubbards Hills.  She said that the author had signed the book for them and the Mayor was to inscribe it also.  Finally, she thanked the other Working Group members for all their hard work, time, effort and support.
