164. Apologies for Absence

167. Public Flood Meeting
The Council noted that a public meeting is to be organised to discuss the recent flooding in Louth and it is hoped that the meeting will take place some time in September and that relevant representatives of the following organisations will be asked to attend: Environment Agency ~ Anglian Water ~ ELDC Building Control, Flood Co-ordinator and Environmental Health ~ LCC Highways and Flood Co-ordinator ~ Fire Brigade and Police.  Councillor C. Finch asked that the two people he had suggested to the Town Clerk in an e-mail were taken into account.  Councillor Mrs. P.F. Watson opined that the people invited to attend as representatives of organisations should be officers who are paid and actually do the work that is required, rather than Councillors or Chairmen of Committees.  Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders told the Council that Alvingham have been seriously affected by flooding because of the increase in development off Brackenborough Road in Louth.  Councillor C. Finch asked if the water retention unit at Riverhead is working.  Councillor J.R. Macdonald told the Council that the previous two issues mentioned should be put to the organisations at the flood meeting.  

168. Louth Twinning Association
The Council considered a letter from Mr. J.R. Needham of the Louth Twinning Association and it was RESOLVED that a meeting should be arranged, in the Mayor’s Parlour, between the Mayor and the Twinning Association and any interested Councillors.

169. Code of Conduct
The Mayor pointed out to Councillors that the new Code of Conduct pack (see below for a list of items contained within the pack) was tabled and he asked everyone to take a copy home with them.  He explained that the new Code of Conduct must be adopted before 3rd October and, therefore, Louth Town Council must adopt it on 11th September, at its next and only Town Council meeting before the deadline.  He told Councillors that should they think training on the new code was needed this could be arranged after it had been adopted.
