186. Apologies for Absence

189. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 7th August 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.

190. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley announced that she was in receipt of correspondence from LCC Highways section that announced that waiting restrictions at Grosvenor Road / Keddington Road would come into force on 17th September 2007.


The Town Clerk also informed the Committee that she had received communication from ELDC 
regarding the proposed Leisure Centre at Wood Lane and specific recent public concerns over the 
displacement of storm-water from the site. Assurances have been received that all storm-water 

drainage systems have been designed in consultation with the Environment Agency and Anglian Water 
and consist of a sophisticated attenuation system allowing the slow release of storm-water into the public 
storm-water sewer. Councillor C. Finch added that there were also plans to recycle retained water on the 
site.


The Town Clerk invited Councillor Mrs P.F. Watson to update the Committee on recent events 
regarding the work being carried out on the River Lud by the Environment Agency (EA). Councillor Mrs. P.F. Watson informed the Committee that after discussions with the EA they would not be removing any trees from the Charles Street Area and they may not adhere to the statutory time limit usually set for notification/arrangement of road closures (as is their right), in order to facilitate the removal of silt and debris from the river, furthermore they were starting a full survey of the river and its environs which would include the identification of repairs required to structures such as walls, but that this was likely to be a long process due to the thoroughness required. Councillor Mrs M. Ottaway thanked Councillor Mrs P.F. Watson for her efforts to resolve some of the current issues and stated that it would need to be accepted that different methods would be required to find solutions to tackle different areas of the river. Councillor J.E. Gains welcomed the survey commenting that he felt that the infrastructure had been poorly maintained for some time. Councillor E. Ballard JP reminded the committee that the EA needed to be examining all areas and not just the river and its locality. Councillor P.F. Watson agreed that the problems on Broadbank were not thought to be as a result of the river flooding alone, and she alsoexpressed concern for the current high level of the river, particularly at Hubbards Hills. Councillor F. Robertson called for more awareness to flooding issues to be taken by the EA with future planning applications.
191. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/08/28/07) and RESOLVED:
a. (2) 01156/07 – Planning Permission – Green King Pub Partners – Lincolnshire Poacher, 211 Eastgate, Louth, LN11 8DD. To object on the grounds of visual impact of the scheme.  Town Council supported the civic trust comments. Additionally, the Town Council were concerned about the environmental impact of noise/smoke levels that will follow when clients of the establishment spend more time outside.
b. (3) 01488/07 – Amended Planning Permission – Mr. J. and Mrs. L. Mountain – 21A High Holme Road, Louth, LN11 0EX.  To object on the same grounds of over intensification on a small site, this already has unresolved problems with water relating to a nearby spring.  Site is also accessed by an unadopted road.  Development will increase the amount of traffic on an already overstretched highway.  Design is inappropriate and not in keeping with the surrounding area
c. (12) 01642/07 – Chestnut Homes Ltd – Land at County Hospital, Sandringham Drive, Louth. To object on the grounds of over intensification of the site, with regard to the number of properties planned. Concerns were expressed over the inadequate drainage assessment regarding the displacement of water from the site adding to existing drainage issues, and the possibility of major changes being required to the existing rain and foul water sewers in the area. The amount of additional traffic on the already congested local access roads was also raised as a concern.
d. (13) 01705/07 – Mr Chapman – Unit 4A, Thames Street, Louth, LN11 7AD. To support the application, with the observations that the committee request that windows should be of timber construction, sliding sash style and no use of UPVC be allowed.
e. (15) PI/0090/07 (LCC) – GBM – Plot 55 Bolingbroke Road, Fairfield Industrial Estate, Louth. To object on the grounds that permission was originally granted for the development to allow access from plot 54 only.
f. To support all remaining applications.  

192. Correspondence
The Committee noted the following items of correspondence:
a) From: ELDC - Re: Funding Surgery – Notification that ELDC are holding a Community Grants Funding Surgery for information re. completing grant application forms etc. on 26th September at The Admiral Rodney, Horncastle. b) From: ELDC – Re: Planning Application N/105/01369/07 – Planning Permission – Change of use, conversion of, alterations and extensions to existing domestic garage to form a dwelling, with the provision of a parking area – Land at Jalna, Mount Pleasant, Louth – Notification that further to our recent correspondence this application was withdrawn on 6th August 2007
c) From: Community Lincs – Re: Annual General Meeting – Invitation to the Community Lincs AGM on 27th September 2007 at Washingborough Community Centre from 6.45pm.  Please contact the Town Clerk before 18th September if you wish to attend.
d) From: LCC – Re: St. Michael’s Road, Proposed Permanent One Way Order – Notification that a report on this matter will be presented to a meeting of the County Council’s Planning and Regeneration Committee at which time a decision will be made whether to make this order permanent.
193. Development at Waterside, Riverhead, Louth – Apartment Block Names
The Committee have been consulted by the developer to suggest five names for apartment blocks on the above mentioned development.  After consideration of some suggestions by members and the Chairman of the Committee it was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk would correspond with Mr S. Sizer of the Louth Navigation Trust to recommend a suitable navigation themed list that would be considered by the Committee at a later date.
194.  Bus Shelter, Keddington Road

Councillor F. Robertson updated the Committee of a recent meeting that he had attended intended for a 
representative of Stagecoach Bus services and local residents at the above location. Stagecoach were 
unrepresented. Local residents expressed their concern at the current state and use of the existing shelter 
on Lime Grove (Keddington Road) and requested that it be demolished, and that a replacement be 
erected at a later date on Lime Grove (Jubilee Crescent) nearer to elderly residents’ homes. The
Committee requested that the Town Clerk make enquiries of ELDC for their assistance in demolition 
and also to New Linx Housing Trust as to the possibility of Partnership funding of the new shelter due to 
the concentration of their properties in the vicinity.
195. 850th Charter Anniversary

The Committee reconsidered the above, after a short debate and in the light of a letter received by ELDC from Louth 
Naturalists’, Antiquarian and Literary Society and RESOLVED not to progress any celebrations. The Committee 
requested that the Town Clerk write to Mrs. J. Howard to thank her for her research and information provided.
