Prior to the meeting Mrs. M. Judd addressed the Committee on behalf of the Seniors’ Forum regarding their objections to the termination of the No. 41 Bus Service.  The Committee noted Mrs. Judd’s comments and requests and agreed to arrange for Councillor D. Edgington, Deputy Leader of ELDC to attend at the next meeting of Louth Town Council on 9th October 2007 to discuss this issue.  Councillor Mrs. P.F. Watson spoke as Vice Chair of the Louth Area Committee and said she would endeavour to ensure that this issue is on the next agenda of the Louth Area Committee for discussion.

240. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors J.P. Dean, F.W.P. Treanor and A.M. Lione.  These were approved by the Committee.

241. Chairman’s Remarks

243. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 11th September 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.


244. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley announced that she was in receipt of a reply from:
a. LCC regarding her query as to why the 2 recent GBM planning applications had been sent to the Town Council separately when really they should have come in tandem.  The reply stated that they had been submitted to LCC separately and the first had been sent to the Town Council before the second had arrived at LCC.  The reply reassured that both applications would, however, be considered at the same LCC Planning and Regulation Committee meeting.  Councillor C. Finch asked why the Town Council had not been provided with a block plan of the development which, he opined, would have significantly helped the Town Council in its deliberations.  
b. Sector Inspector Jon Morris regarding no drinking zones in Louth.  Inspector Morris’ reply said that he only supports such ‘orders’ when they can be justified with evidence of incidents to support the order.  He said that in the case of the Gatherums and Springside and Hubbards Hills/Westgate Fields areas there is not enough evidence of incidents. 
c. Mr. G. Wade of ELDC regarding the procedure to be followed in order to create a no drinking zone.
d. Mr. I. Mickleburgh of LCC who acknowledged receipt of the Council’s letter regarding the request for provision of on street parking for Blue Badge holders received by LCC and said that LCC are currently looking into a number of different types of action that might be taken to alleviate the parking problems in the centre of Louth.
e. Her Majesty’s Court Service who acknowledged receipt of the Council’s letter of objection regarding the mothballing of Louth Magistrates’ Court and reported that the Council’s comments would be brought to the attention of the Lincolnshire Justices’ Issues Group who made the decision to cease listing cases at Louth Magistrates Court.
f. Finally, the Town Clerk told the Committee that after making enquiries of ELDC regarding the bad acoustics in the Council Chamber, ELDC are aware of problems but due to the multi use of the room felt that LTC may need to find their own solution.

245. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/09/25/07) and RESOLVED:
a. (1) 01206/07 – Planning Permission - Dixon Directors Pension Trust - Dixon VW Dealership, Tattershall Way, Louth, LN11 0YZ – To support with the condition that Class A1 permissions should be restricted to ancillary to the motor trade
b. (5) 01902/07 – Planning Permission - Lindum Homes - Land at former Wellington Hotel, Ramsgate Road, Louth – To object on the grounds that the proposed development is in a flood risk area and the whole design is not good enough.  Proposed development will not enhance the street scene.  District Councillor Mrs. Watson was asked to ‘call in’ the application.
c. (6) 01969/07 – Planning Permission - Mr. T. Holmes - 13 Horncastle Road, Louth, LN11 9LB – To object on the grounds that there is not enough information provided regarding materials etc.
d. To support all remaining applications.  
246. Correspondence
The Committee noted the following items of correspondence:
a. From: LCC – Re: Temporary Road Closure – Locations: Bridge Street - Grimsby Road - St. Mary’s Lane – Reason for Closure: Essential flood alleviation works by Anglian Water – Period of Closure: Monday 1/10/07 to Sunday 18/11/07 - Monday 19/11/07 to Sunday 3/2/08 - Monday 4/2/08 to Sunday 6/4/08  – Alternative Route: South Street, Edward Street, Breakneck Lane, Westgate, St. Mary’s Lane and Vice Versa - St. Mary’s Lane, Westgate, A16 Louth By Pass, Northholme Road and Vice Versa - Westgate, A16 Louth Bypass, Northholme Road, Grimsby Road and Vice Versa.
b. From: The Planning Inspectorate – Re: N/105/00256/07 – 26 Mercer Row, Louth – a non-illuminated fascia sign and a projecting box sign with internally illuminated green cross motif.  Notification that this appeal has been allowed and planning permission is granted.  The consent is for five years from the date of this decision and is subject to the standard conditions set out in the regulations.
c. From: Mrs. S. Tetlow – Re:  Planning Application N/105/01093/07 – which has been given full planning permission for extensions and alterations to existing dwelling to provide a storm porch, dining room and wc with 1 no. additional bedroom over on the site of an existing sun room and porch which are to be demolished - 8 South Street, Louth.  The Committee resolved:
i. that a letter to Mrs. Tetlow acknowledging her letter should be sent; and
ii. ELDC should be asked if the Town Council can receive a copy of the letter they send in reply to Mrs. Tetlow.

247. Boundary Wall, St. Mary’s Church, Upgate  
Councillor B. Burnett reported that ELDC have received a complaint regarding the above wall having had its decorative corbels removed and the wall having been reduced in height.  He reported that ELDC Conservation Officers had looked into the situation and had found that the reduction in height does not require any consent from ELDC as Local Planning Authority.  He also said that a Conservation Officer had approached the church and builders and asked them to replace the wall ‘like for like’ but had been unable to persuade them to do so.   

248. Hubbards Hills Joint Advisory Committee
The Committee RESOLVED:
a. to appoint Councillors K. Sharp, J.R. Macdonald, D.E. Wing and Clive Finch as its representatives on the above Committee; and
b. to appoint Councillor A. Gardner-Clarke as a reserve representative

249. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following ELDC decision which was at variance with Louth Town Council’s recommendations: 
a. ELDC have refused N/105/0980/07 for Planning Permission – Woldmarsh Producers Ltd, Agriculture House, Bolingbroke Road, Louth, LN11 0WA – Change of use of part of the ground floor of existing building from a vacant office to use as a dance studio falling within Class D2 (Non-Residential Institutions) of The Town and Country Planning (Use Classes) Order 1987 – Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting of 7th August 2007.
