279. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 25th September 2007 were discussed and Councillor C. Finch pointed out that the notes distributed to the Committee showed two lots of declarations for Councillor Burnett.  He explained that the first of these should be his own declarations.  The Town Clerk informed the meeting that following a telephone conversation with Councillor Finch on this subject the notes to be signed by the Chairman had already been changed to reflect Councillor Finch’s request.  The Chairman checked this and signed the notes as a correct record of that meeting.  


a. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley announced that the Louth Area Committee Meeting will take place on 16th October 2007 at 7.30pm in the Council Chamber, Town Hall, Louth, rather than in Legbourne.  She also invited Councillor T.F. Marris to speak on the subject of road closures in the Bridge Street and Grimsby Road areas.  Councillor Marris told the meeting that he had met with Anglian Water and representatives of businesses situated on Bridge Street and Little Eastgate and they had discussed the road closures and the effect they were having on business.  He explained that the diversion along Edward Street will be extended to encompass Westgate encouraging shopping traffic back into the town.  He also reported that Anglian Water are to finish the section of Grimsby Road that they are currently working on and then they will reopen the road rather than continuing to work there until after Christmas and they will move to St. Mary’s Lane and come back to Grimsby Road after the Christmas period.  
280. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/09/25/07) and RESOLVED:
a. (1) 01283/07 - Consent to display - Gatherums and Springside Regeneration Group - Direction Signs, Commencing on New Street, Louth - Object on the grounds of visual impact of individual signs, cumulative impact of scheme, design of signs not appropriate in a Conservation Area.
b. (2)  01488/07 - Planning Permission - Mr. J. and Mrs. L. Mountain - 21A High Holme Road, Louth - Object on the grounds of over-intensification on a small site.  Unresolved problems relating to nearby spring, site accessed by unadopted road.  Additional traffic to busy highway.  Design not in keeping with surroundings.
c. (7) 02068/07 - Planning Permission - Mrs. K. Harris - Land at 10 Victoria Road, Louth - Object on the grounds of over-intensification on site.  Additional traffic to busy road.  Design not in keeping with surrounding properties.

c. From: LCC – Re: Temporary Road Closure – Location: Priory Road – Reason for Closure: Essential maintenance works by Clancy Docwra – Period of Closure: 22nd October 2007 for 1 day  – Alternative Route: Eastgate, Church Street, Monks Dyke Road and Vice Versa.

From: LCC – Re: Temporary Road Closure – Location: Elkington Road (A16 roundabout to St. Marys Lane/Westgate junction) – Reason for Closure: Louth and District Lions Charity Bonfire/Fireworks Display – Period of Closure: Saturday 3rd November 2007 17.00hrs to 20.00hrs – Alternative Route: A16, Grimsby Road, St. Marys Lane.

286. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following ELDC decision which was at variance with Louth Town Council’s recommendations: 
a. ELDC have refused N/105/01556/07 for Planning Permission – Extension and alterations to existing bungalow to provide a kitchen/sitting area, a w.c., a hall and dining room with provision of 1 no. additional bedroom and ensuite with former window in the roof space on the site of existing conservatory which is to be demolished – 101 Monks Dyke Road, Louth.  Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting on 28th August 2007.
