315. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor K. Sharp reported that members of the Committee had had a walk-round the Cemetery on Monday 22nd October 2007 to observe some of the points raised at recent committee meetings.
316. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors Mrs E. Ballard JP, F Coonghe, J.P. Dean and A. Leonard. These were approved by the Committee. 


317. Declarations of Interest
No interests were declared.
318. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 25th September 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.
319. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that the recent liability claim was still ongoing, however as the correct location of the incident had now been identified as within the Louth Town Councils maintained area this could not be referred on to the grass cutting contractor. Any further progress will be reported back to the Committee when received.
320. Bench Located at Cemetery Gate on Linden Walk

After having visited the bench during the walk-round on Monday October 23rd October 2007 the 
committee RESOLVED that it remain in its current position.

321. Cemetery Report

The Chairman confirmed that a walk-round had taken place, and a list of points raised during the walk-
round were tabled for discussion and resolution.  It was RESOLVED that:
a) A letter of thanks should be sent to  Mrs Janet Craggs, the donor of the Organ now in place in the Cemetery Chapel in memory of her late mother Mrs Ada Lucy Johnson. 
b) The Chapel restoration and receipt of the organ should be promoted and the possibility of an Open day should be investigated.
c) Expenditure on the Garden of Remembrance to level a selected area of plaques was authorised, this includes seeking professional advice where necessary.
d) The Town Clerk was authorised to obtain quotes to repair the Workshop roof
e) Expenditure on repairing the cistern of the Gents WC was authorised.
f) The Town clerk was asked to look into the enhancement of the First Class area by increasing the level of meadow flowers. This is to be done in conjunction with noting those graves receiving regular visitors to avoid increasing obstruction to access.
g) To commence work on database required as a foundation for ‘Topple Testing’ records. 
h) To monitor the effect on staff resources and if necessary refer to FOG if this impacts on overtime.
There was a lengthy discussion regarding the rules of the cemetery, the procedures which are used to distribute them and the way that they should be enforced. It was RESOLVED that:
a) Initially the rules should be revised to include an additional item which specifically refers to the removal procedure for unauthorized memorials. 
b) The Town Clerk was requested to provide a draft set of rules for the next Cemetery Committee meeting, after which it was proposed to send a copy to all named contacts on interment forms for a given period (initially burials in 2006 and 2007).
The meeting closed at 9.36pm.
