327. Apologies for Absence

328. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor Mrs. E. Ballard JP informed the Committee:
a. That ELDC have given full planning permission re. N/105/01488/07 – 21a High Holme Road, Louth which the Town Council have strongly objected to in the past.  However, she told the Committee that ELDC have imposed many conditions on the permission and have obviously tried to be mindful of the objections that were raised.  
b. That  correspondence has been received from the Louth Heritage Group regarding the Springside and Gatherums Signage Project.

330. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of the 23rd October 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.

331. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley announced that she was in receipt of a response from ELDC regarding their review of polling districts and polling places.  She said that ELDC propose to move the polling station in Priory Ward previously situated at St. Michael’s School to the Salvation Army Hall on Church Street.  The Committee opined that this proposal was agreeable.  
332. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/10/23/07) and RESOLVED:
a. (1) 01510/07 - Planning Permission - H.J.W. Developments Ltd - Erection of 1 no. house with a detached double garage, detached office/ancillary, replacement wall to height of 2.7 metres approximately, existing dwelling on site to be demolished, in accordance with originally submitted plans except as amended by additional details received by the Local Planning Authority on 10th September 2007 and 9th October 2007 - 27 St. Mary’s Lane, Louth, LN11 0DU - Object on the grounds that the development is too large for the plot, it will have a serious visual impact on the existing street scene, the boundary walls are too high and the design is not in keeping with the surrounding area.
b. (3) 02319/07 - Planning Permission - R.A. Scarfe Property - Erection of a pair of semi-detached town houses on site of existing storage buildings which are to be demolished - K. Sowter Welding and Fabrications, Spring Gardens, Louth, LN11 9AT - Object on the grounds that the application is premature and request that the application is deferred pending a review of the whole area.  Design not in keeping with surrounding area.
c. (12) 02614/07 - Consent to Display - Lloyds TSB - 1 no. non-illuminated mounted lettering and logo sign and 1 no. non-illuminated double sided projecting sign at an existing bank premises, which is a listed building - Lloyds TSB Bank plc, 24 Mercer Row, Louth - Support with the condition that the sign is made to Conservation Area standards i.e., is wooden and hand painted.
d. (13) 02613/07 - Listed Building Consent - Lloyds TSB - Alterations to existing bank to display 1 no. non-illuminated mounted lettering and logo sign and 1 no. non-illuminated double sided projecting sign - Lloyds TSB Bank plc., 24 Mercer Row, Louth - Support with the condition that the sign is made to Conservation Area standards i.e., is wooden and hand painted.
e. To support all remaining applications.  
333. Correspondence
The Committee noted the following items of correspondence:
a. From: ELDC - Re: Louth Area Committee – Committee to note that the date of the next Louth Area Committee Meeting has been changed to 17th December 2007 and will take place at 7.30pm at the Salvation Army Hall, Church Street, Louth.  Any items for the agenda should be submitted to the Member Services Offices, Democratic Services by Thursday 29th November 2007.
b. From: LCC – Re: County Flood Fair – Notification that LCC are holding a County Flood Fair on 23rd November from 10am to 8pm at The Engine Shed, Brayford Pool, Lincoln, LN6 7TS.  Admission is free and attendees will be able to:
i. Find out how to sign up to early flood warnings
ii. Get information and advice on matters relating to flooding from the experts
iii. Check out the products you can buy to protect your property
iv. The first 500 visitors will receive ten free empty sandbags
c. From: ELDC Re: Hunt Meeting, Boxing Day, Louth Cattle Market – Notification that Southwold Hunt Kennels has been granted permission to use Louth Cattle Market on Wednesday 26th December 2007 for the Boxing Day Hunt meeting.
d. From: LCC Re: Temporary Road Closures – (See attached).
334. Street Lighting Illumination – Mini Roundabout – Eastgate, Louth
The Committee discussed proposals by LCC to install a new street lighting column in the proximity of the mini roundabout at the Church Street/Eastgate junction.  It was RESOLVED that Louth Town Council support LCC proposals provided that the new lighting column is in keeping with the surrounding area which is a Conservation Area.
335. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee discussed proposals by ELDC to:
a. reduce the lowest branch on the Northeast side of a Sycamore Tree by 40% at 7 Ada Way
b. reduce lateral crown spread by 30%, reshaping to suitable secondary shoots and clean out dead wood including large central stump of a Beech Tree at 32 Broadbank, Louth
It was RESOLVED that the Committee supported the above tree works.


336. Lincolnshire Police
Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders proposed and it was RESOLVED that a letter of support as part of the Lincolnshire Police’s request for fair and adequate funding be sent to Lincolnshire Police and Sir Peter Tapsell MP so that he might forward this to the relevant minister.


337. United Lincolnshire Hospitals Trust Diagnostic Referrals Policy
As one of the Town Council representatives on the cluster board Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders expressed her concern that United Lincolnshire Hospitals Trust are sending elderly patients to Lincoln County Hospital for diagnostic tests which are available at Louth County Hospital, wasting time and money as well as putting a service provided here under threat as a result.  She asked Councillors to contact her if they have any similar stories as she intends to compile a record and if it appears that there is a trend she will bring the matter back to Council for their consideration.  It was RESOLVED that:
a. Councillor T.F. Marris as Chairman of the Louth Hospital Scanner Appeal Fund should make enquiries of the hospital; and
b. A letter to the hospital, from the Town Council, should be written asking for reassurance that the service at Louth is not under threat.

338. Sweeping of Leaves
Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders expressed her concern regarding the volume of leaves accumulating on pavements and the danger they pose to residents when they become wet.  It was RESOLVED that should Councillors be concerned about the above they should contact the relevant District Councillor with detailed particulars of offending area and request that they broach the matter with ELDC.  It was also noted that Councillor C. Finch will be happy to raise the matter with ELDC should Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders approach him individually with her concerns.

339. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following ELDC decisions which were at variance with Louth Town Council’s recommendations:
a. ELDC have refused N/105/01957/07 for Planning Permission – Extension to existing dwelling to provide a car port, first floor to include a bathroom and 1 no. additional bedroom with en-suite – 2 Hazel Grove, Louth, LN11 8RU.  Louth Town Council supported this application at its meeting on 11th September 2007.
b. ELDC have granted full Planning Permission for N/105/01969/07 – Extensions and alterations to existing dwelling to provide ground floor dining/kitchen, utility, w.c. an integral garage, and an additional first floor bedroom with en-suite, existing greenhouse and outdoor w.c. to be demolished – 13 Horncastle Road, Louth, LN11 9LB.  Louth Town Council objected to this application at its meeting on 25th September 2007 on the grounds that there was not enough information provided regarding materials etc (Minute 245C).
c. ELDC have granted full Planning Permission for N/105/01488/07 – erection of 1 no. detached house with a detached single garage and construction of an access road with the provision of a turning area and parking in accordance with amended plans and information received by the Local Planning Authority on 31st July 2007, in accordance with the originally submitted plans except as amended by plans received by the Local Planning Authority on 24th September 2007 – 21A High Holme Road, Louth.  Louth Town Council objected to this application at its meeting on 9th October 2007 on the grounds of over-intensification on a small site.  Unresolved problems relating to nearby spring, site accessed by unadopted road.  Additional traffic to busy highway.  Design not in keeping with surroundings. (Minute 280B).
