361. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors A.M. Lione and J.P. Dean.

362. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman Councillor B. Burnett read out a letter from Mr. N. Sharpley of Louth Chamber of Business regarding the Louth Christmas Lights and it was resolved that a letter should be sent to Mr. Sharpley thanking him for his letter and informing him that its contents had been noted.
363. Declarations of Interest
No interests were declared. 
364. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 6th November 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.


365. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that she had had to raise an emergency order to carry out a gas service at the Cemetery Lodge.  


366. Distribution of Town Guide
The Committee received a document detailing 5 possible distribution options.  It was RESOLVED that a combination of options 1 (Distribution by Councillors, within their wards) and 2 (Ask local groups e.g., Scouts, Police Cadets etc be asked if they would help for a contribution to their cause.  Coverage achieved would be reviewed again in early 2008. 


367. Pay Review
It was RESOLVED to approve a recommendation by FOG that the National Salary Award 2007/08 agreed by the National Joint Council for Local Government Services of 2.475% be applied to all current employees of the Council and that back pay due from 1st April 2007 be made at the earliest opportunity.

368. Consideration of Projects Proposed, to Date, for Precept
The Committee RESOLVED to approve the following recommendations by FOG:
a. That a street lighting scheme for the provision of 3 no. 35W SOX type lanterns on 5 metre tubular steel raise and lower columns on the footway off of Watts Lane, Louth proposed by Councillor B.R. Williamson, be incorporated as a proposed Special Project in the precept for 2008/09.  Latest quotation £2,871.55.  However, an updated quote has been requested, not yet received.  It was also suggested that this be raised with ELDC who own the land at the next opportunity.
b. That a new earmarked reserve sinking fund be created for street lighting proposals and that this year £1,500 be considered for the precept.

The Committee noted that other projects were currently under consideration and would be brought before GP&F on either 4th December 2007 or 18th December 2007.  Members also noted that if they have a project they should approach the Town Clerk as soon as possible.
