349. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors A.M. Lione, J.P. Dean, Mrs. M. Ottaway, and Mrs. P.F. Watson.

350. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor Mrs. E. Ballard JP informed the Committee that a letter and email had been received that day from Lincs Building Consultancy informing the Council of some suggested road names to be used off Bolingbroke Road, Louth and asking for their opinion out of courtesy.  She told Councillors that the email had requested a response as soon as possible as the units on the unnamed road were to be leased in the next two weeks.  She reported that the suggested names were Torridon Court and Bow Fell Court and she informed Councillors that only one name was needed.  Councillors were not in agreement with either suggestion as, they said, all roads on the Industrial Estate in Louth follow a theme and are named after castles.  Therefore, they instructed the Town Clerk to contact Lincs Building Consultancy and inform them of the Council’s opinion.  Finally, the Chairman reminded Councillors of the Flood Fair which is taking place in Lincoln at the Engine Shed on Friday 23rd November 2007.  Admission is free.

352. Committee Minutes

353. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley announced that the ELDC Liaison Meeting arranged for 6th December had had to be postponed and had been rearranged for 16th January 2007.  She also informed the Committee that a letter had been sent to Louth County Hospital asking for reassurance that the diagnostic service available at Louth Hospital is not under threat.  She told the Committee that although a written reply had not yet been received Councillor Marris had received verbal reassurance and she invited him to speak.  Councillor T.F. Marris informed the Committee that he had spoken to Theresa Cope who had assured him that Louth’s Ultra-Sound service is not being run down in any way, shape or form and is in fact very busy.  He told the Committee that Theresa Cope had pledged to investigate the cases highlighted by Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders at the Town Council meeting of 6th November and ascertain the reasoning behind them.

b. From: ELDC - Re: Planning Application N/105/00004/07 - 95 Kidgate, Louth.  Notification that the appeal relating to this application has been withdrawn.
c. From: LCC Re: Temporary Road Closures – Location: Mercer Row (Upgate to Queen Street), Cornmarket and Market Place – Reason for Closure: Louth Lions Christmas Craft Market – Period of Closures: 6am to 7pm Sunday 2nd December 2007 – Alternative route: local diversion routes will be signposted
d. From: LCC Re: Louth, St. Michaels Road Permanent One Way Order – Notification that LCC’s Planning and Regulation Committee met on 22nd October 2007 and resolved to make the above order permanent and also indicated that additional markings be laid at the access to the Garage on St. Michaels Road to try and ensure this area is kept clear of queuing vehicles.  There are other issues, such as the inappropriate parking in this area, which require attention in terms of the consideration of further Traffic Regulation Orders.  Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders asked how LCC could make this decision in the face of Louth Town Council’s objections to it.  Councillors C. Finch and Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders opined that LCC and County Councillor Hough should be asked to explain their decision and should be asked why the ‘…further Traffic Regulation Orders.’ mentioned in LCC’s letter were not being carried out at the same time as this order is being imposed.

Councillor Mrs. M. Ottaway arrived at 8.04pm and received a standing ovation and the Council’s congratulations on having received her MBE that day from Prince Charles at Buckingham Palace.

357. The Lincolnshire Playing Fields Association

The Committee RESOLVED not to comment on the following proposed tree work at 69 Church Street, Louth: 
a. Plum Tree (T1) 50% crown reduction
b. Norway Maple Tree (T2) repeat pollard
c. Beech Tree (T3) minor pruning to maintain 2m clearance from the property and 40% reduction of 2 lowest limbs towards the house
d. Lime Tree (T4) 40% crown reduction to previous points
e. Lime Tree (T5) 40% crown reduction to previous points
f. Holly Tree (T6) 30% reduction to shape
g. Holly Tree (T7) 30% reduction to shape
h. Holly Tree (T9) 30% reduction to shape
i. Holly Tree (T10) 30% reduction to shape
j. Fell 1 no. Cherry Tree (T8)
359. Local Development Framework 
The Committee noted that a lengthy document entitled ‘East Lindsey Local Development Framework - Issues and Options Consultation’ had been received in the office and was available to view in Councillors Corner.  They also noted that it is a vitally important document and it is critical that all Councillors should visit www.e-lindsey.gov.uk/environment/planning/policy-local-plan/  to view the document and complete the consultation questionnaire as individuals.  Councillor B. Burnett urged all Councillors to read the documents and make appropriate responses on the questionnaire as individuals.  It was RESOLVED that:
a. Ann Shoreland should be contacted at ELDC and asked to send a representative to give a presentation on the LDF Issues and Options Paper.
b. Councillors would nominate a small group of Councillors to complete the questionnaire on behalf of the Town at its next meeting on 4th December 2007. 
Councillors noted that an exhibition will take place from 3pm to 8pm at the Louth Conoco Rooms on 11th December 2007 and this will provide an opportunity for the public to visit exhibitions and talk to planners.
