389. Presentation by Paul Kisby of ELDC re. the Local Development Framework
Mr. Paul Kisby gave a short presentation on the Local Development Framework and went through some of the issues to look out for.  He reassured Councillors that should they have any issues of which they were unsure, when filling out the questionnaire, they should contact him or his team who would be only too willing to offer advice and/or they should attend the exhibition taking place from 3pm to 8pm at the Louth Conoco Rooms on 11th December 2007.

390. Local Development Framework
Councillors RESOLVED that:

a. Councillors should fill in all Local Development Framework consultations as individuals, especially the most current consultation document Core Strategy - Issues and Options, due for return by 19th December 2007.  
b. Councillors should either obtain a copy of the above document from ELDC, the Office or should view the document and fill in the questionnaire online.
c. A special meeting should be held in 2008 to decide upon the Town Council’s strategies.

391. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 20th November 2007 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

392. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk, Mrs. L.J. Blankley reported that LCC had made contact regarding the placement of Kiln Lane on the definitive Map.  She told the Committee that there is still work to be done on this issue serving notices on all properties along the length of Kiln Lane.  Councillor D.E. Wing asked for feedback regarding the naming of streets mentioned at minute 350 in the minutes of the meeting of 20th November 2007.  The Town Clerk explained that she had since ascertained that the developer had not wanted to name a road but had wanted to name a building which stands on Bolingbroke Road.  Therefore, she said the Council had no jurisdiction to make suggestions and would, therefore, default to the developers choice, put forward by ELDC.  

393. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Sched/12/04/07) and RESOLVED:
a. (3) 02461/07 - Planning Permission Amendment 1 14/11/07 – Ms D. Raisbeck – 73 Eastgate, Louth – to support with the condition that the flue not be made of stainless steel but of a material in keeping with the conservation area.
b. (11) 02783/07 – Conservation Area Consent – H.J.W. Developments – 27 St. Mary’s Lane.  Councillor Mrs. P.F. Watson opined that this application to demolish should have come before the application (discussed at Council on 20th November) to build at 27 St. Mary’s Lane or the two should have, at least, have been presented together.

c. (12) 02810/07 – Planning Permission – New Linx Housing Trust – Annex Office, Gresley Road.  Councillor B. Burnett left the room while this application was discussed.

d. (15) PL|0160|07 – Development and Regularisation of existing operations – GBM Waste Management – Plot 50-55 Bolingbroke Road, Fairfield Industrial Estate.  The Chairman read out a letter of objection from Miss J. Golding.  Louth Town Council resolved to strongly object as contrary to the LCC Adopted Waste Plan 2006.
e. To support all applications taking into account the condition set at a. above and except (15) detailed above.

396. Proposed Extension of 30mph Speed Limit and Proposed Waiting Restrictions Keddington Road – Eastfield Road, Louth
The Committee considered and RESOLVED to support proposals by LCC to extend the existing speed limit on Eastfield Road to a point in advance of the first property (no. 217) and to introduce ‘No Waiting at Any Time’ restrictions to improve visibility for vehicles emerging out of Park Row and adjacent roads onto Eastfield Road.  

397. Fairtrade Town Representative
It was RESOLVED that Councillor K. Sharp should be the Town Council’s representative at Fairtrade Town meetings.

398. Flood Update
The Committee noted:
a. The Progress Report provided by the Environment Agency (EA) at the River Lud Liaison Group meeting held on 1st November 2007. 
b. That ELDC have arranged a Liaison Group meeting for Kenwick Road/Legbourne Road area (non-river flooding) involving all relevant agencies and representatives of affected properties to be held on 6th December 2007.
It was RESOLVED that
a. Councillor T.F. Marris will be a Flood Warden for Louth
b. The Council Office can provide administrative assistance to the EA to promote public awareness of Flood Warning Direct registration.
Upon completion of works by the EA referred to in the Progress Report above Councillor C. Finch referred members to his tabled report ‘Ramsgate Road report’ and it was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should now progress the repair and repainting of the iron fence fronting the strip of land.

399. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted that the following District Council Decision which was at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations.
a. ELDC have given full Planning Permission to N/105/01510/07 for Erection of 1 no. house with a detached double garage, detached office/ancilliary, replacement wall to height of 2.7 metres approximately, existing dwelling on site to be demolished, in accordance with originally submitted plans except as amended by additional details received by the Local Planning Authority on 8th November 2007 – 27 St. Marys Lane, Louth.  Louth Town Council objected on the grounds that the development is too large for the plot, it will have a serious visual impact on the existing street scene, the boundary walls are too high and the design is not in keeping with the surrounding area at its meeting of 6th November 2007.
