477 Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk drew members attention to a communication presented by the President of the Chamber of Business Mr N. Sharpley, regarding the formation of a “Louth 21 group”. Councillors requested that this be placed on the next available agenda for their consideration.
478 Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA_Sched_01_06_09) and RESOLVED:
a. N/105/03164/07 – Brackenfreya Woods: Object: Increased traffic flow (above that for which previous permission granted) / Proximity to Industrial Estate giving rise to unsuitable conditions for residential (v. transient) occupation (H & S concerns (Noise / Odour) / Distance / Access to local amenities / Supporting strong opposition to local residents. ELDC are strongly urged to consider alternative sites in locality as part of LDF. 
b. N/105/03525/08 – 48 James Street: Supported: with condition to be limited to 3 years or sooner should successful purchase of the building be completed
c. N/105/03609/08 – Dixon VW dealership, Tattershall Way: Supported: with condition that illuminations are restricted to reasonable hours, to protect the amenity of neighbours.
d. All remaining applications were supported.

481 Schools Admissions Consultation

482 Proposed Introduction of Two Short Lengths of No Waiting At any Time, Bridge Street. 
(Received from LCC, Highways and traffic).
Committee noted the above consultation document and additional information provided by the town clerk that the restrictions would now be extended as follows:
- On the Eastern side in a southerly direction to meet existing road markings on the bridge.
- On the Western side to mirror those on the Eastern side.
The Committee RESOLVED to support all of the above proposals on the grounds of road safety with the proviso that any road markings should meet conservation area standards of 50mm width and requisite shade of lemon.

483 Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following District Council decision which was at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations:
a. ELDC have Refused Planning Permission for N/105/02955/08 – Erection of a bungalow and construction of a vehicular and pedestrian access. – Land at 1, Fulmar Drive, Louth. Louth Town Council supported this application on 18th November 2008.
