522. Apologies for Absence
There were no apologies for absence. 


523. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman expressed his concern over the exposure of the dismantled crib shed which is stored outside at the cemetery. Suggestions ranged from using wood preservative on the internal sides to the use of a waterproof cover. This will be the subject of a future agenda item should a solution not be forthcoming.
An issue arose when Councillor Treanor raised a point of order through the Chairman over the Committee membership. The Town Clerk informed the Chairman and Committee that Councillor Mrs. Finch was not a member of the Committee. A debate ensued followed by Councillor Mrs. Finch and Councillor Finch leaving the meeting.
The Chairman requested that the Town Clerk investigate the membership of the current Committee and report back at the next meeting.

524. Declarations of Interest

There were no declarations of interest.
525. Committee Minutes
The notes of the last meeting held on 16th December 2008 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

526. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that she had received correspondence from the Grass Cutting Contractor to the effect that they would not accept responsibility for damage caused to a headstone. The Committee requested that this be placed on the next Agenda.

527. Assignment of Exclusive Rights Request
The Committee considered a request from a local resident to authorise an assignment of the Exclusive Rights to a Grave Space in the First Class Section of the Cemetery. The Committee RESOLVED that permission should not be granted.
528. London Road Sports Centre
The Committee considered a request for clarification over the dyke / hedge at the boundary between the London Road Sports field and the Cemetery. It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should respond to the request stating the Common Law principle that ‘hedge owns dyke’ and that therefore the hedge and dyke are the responsibility of the owners of the Sports Field.
