511. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk informed the Committee that a decision on Kiln Lane was due to be made shortly by LCC officers. She further informed the Committee that the exercise had been complicated by LCC discovering that consultation had also been required for the additional southern section to Northgate, and that should the order be approved any alterations that have been made to the route would be subject to enforcement action if necessary to be returned to original its state.

515. Street Collections
The Committee had no objections to any of the proposed street collections. The Town Clerk was asked to clarify the date of f) Marie Curie Cancer Care as the 7th May is not a Saturday as stated.

516. Draft Landscape Character Assessment
Councillor Burnett explained that the parish of Louth fell within the Holton le Clay to Great Steeping – Middle Marsh section and the Town Clerk was requested to circulate this section to members and return the item to the agenda for the next meeting on 3rd February. It was stressed by Councillor Finch that the exercise was to ensure accuracy prior to inclusion in the LDF.
 
517. Land at Ramsgate Road
The Committee RESOLVED to support the proposal of carrying out repairs to the railings from existing funds allocated for this purpose.

518. Rural Network Services
Councillor Burnett apprised the Committee of the work of the RNS explaining that they bring official rural campaign groups together for a common purpose of raising awareness of rural issues with Central Government. The Committee RESOLVED to accept the offer of free membership.  

519. Brackenborough Road/ Keddington Road Management Schemes 
Committee noted the attached letter and map detailing the following schemes and RESOLVED that-
a. Brackenborough Road – Proposed Zebra Crossing – the initiative was supported.
b. Keddington Road/ High Holme Road/ North Holme Road/ Brackenborough Road – Proposed Pedestrian/ Cycle facility - also be supported.

520. Louth Non- Definitive Footpaths
The Committee RESOLVED that applications should be made for all 9 routes to be added to the Definitive Map. The Town Clerk informed the Committee that due to the high level of consultation required for this exercise and the limited resources available, that this work would need to be phased over a period of time and that regular reports providing feedback would be made to the Committee.

521. Planning Decision Variances
The Committee noted the following planning decisions which were at a variance to the Town Council:
a.  N/105/02953/08 – 2 Cisterngate, Louth, Retention of five upvc windows and one upvc door.    ELDC refused planning permission which Louth Town Council had supported at its meeting on 2/12/2008.
b. N/105/01938/08 – The Bungalow, Little South Streeet, Conservation Area Consent to demolish existing bungalow, garage and boundary wall has been refused by ELDC. Louth Town Council supported this application on 16/12/2008.
