598. Hubbards Hills
Councillor Leonard reported that the move to establish a Charitable Trust was progressing well and should be in place for 1st April 2009 as planned. He reported that the burnt out car and bin that was in the Hallington Car Park had now been removed and that the bin would be replaced shortly by ELDC. He commented that ELDC had carried out more works than expected and included the refurbishment of the two shelters including new roofs of durable materials. In particular he commended the co-operation of Roy Ormsby and Martin Sollis officer of ELDC.

599. Mayors Announcements
The Mayor drew Councillors attention to the list of engagements that he had attended in the first quarter of the year bringing the total to 130 to date and reported that civic engagements were increasing in frequency towards the end of his term. Councillor Mrs. Ottaway replied that she was leaving for personal reasons and that she had enjoyed her 21years of commitment.
