737. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors Mrs. E. Ballard J.P., J.P. Dean, C. Finch and Mrs M.W. Finch. These were approved by the Committee.

738. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman had no remarks to make.


739. Declarations of Interest 
There were no declarations of interest.

740. Committee Minutes
The notes of the last meeting held on 7th April 2009 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.


741. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk apprised the Committee of the donation of monies to purchase a PA system for use by the Council by a member and that the system had successfully been used at the Annual Town Meeting.

742. Correspondence Received:
Committee noted the following item of correspondence had been received:
a. Notice of the annual audit for the year ending 31st March 2009. Annual return must be returned by 27th July 2009 after having been approved by LTC no later than 30 June 2009.
743. Finance Reports
Committee authorised: 
a. Schedules showing Cashbook Payments and Receipts for Months 10, 11 and 12. 
The Town Clerk confirmed that there were final adjustments required before the final accounts could be produced.

744. Grant procedure 2009
Committee RESOLVED that the procedure currently in place continue to be used for Grant Procedure using section 137 (Local Government Act 1972 powers) and that the follow up procedure be enforced to ensure that recipients used the funds for the purpose requested.

745. Request for donation
Committee considered a request for donation towards modifying premises in Meridian House for the use of the Citizens Advice Bureau and RESOLVED that this should be an agenda item for the next ELDC Liaison meeting to establish the input from ELDC and that the CAB should be asked for further details of the estimates.

746. Maintenance and Refurbishment of CCTV Equipment (East Lindsey CCTV Partnership)
Committee RESOLVED that it be specified that the potential providers should be locally based, that a joint contract be explored and that it should be established that there would not be Central Establishment Charges applied to the contract by ELDC as this would increase the costs for the partnership.

747. Annual Insurance
Committee noted:
a. The renewal of the annual insurance cover has been extended from the original renewal date of 9th April 2009 due to the provider reviewing the premium in the light of 2 recent settlements against the policy.
b. Recent settlements:
i. Claim against Town Council settled to a member of public injured in a fall at London Road Cemetery June 2007 (in excess of £4,000).
ii. Claim by LTC for necessary repairs to 3 CCTV camera units damaged in lightning strike £3,385 (net of £500 excess)

and RESOLVED that:
c. That the insurance policy 2009/10 be renewed with the existing provider. This was based on the Committee receiving a report from the Town Clerk that the quotation for 2009/10 is based on a full review of LTC requirements with an insurance advisor of all assets, liabilities and now includes annual events and hanging baskets. Hubbards Hills is still covered by the Public Liability cover as owners of the asset. The Committee requested that any potential claims be referred to the Committee before processing to the insurers.
