727. Committee Minutes
The notes of the meeting of 21st April 2009 were discussed, approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.



728. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that Councillor Mrs Makinson-Sanders had attended the NAMBA workshop the previous week and that her report would be circulated for Councillor’s information.

729. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority 
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA_Sched_05_05_09) and RESOLVED:

a. Support N/105/ with the condition that the Merton rule be applied regarding the use of renewable energy sources.

b. Object PL\0179\09 Location: GBM Waste Management Ltd - Sustainability of the Fuel Stock – it was established from the operators that only untreated woods would be classed as suitable fuel stock which it was felt could not be provided in the volume required from the nominated source. Following concerns over the quality of the fuel stock this also led the Committee to believe that emissions could be contaminated and injurious to the health of the town. Similar concerns were voiced over the location and safe disposal of large amounts of bottom ash from the plant. The location of the proposed plant is in the outer area of the industrial estate but close to a food production site and residential properties. The Town Council has received representations from local residents who have expressed their fears from such an operation and the Committee feels that this use is in conflict with other neighbours. There are also concerns over the location in close proximity to a proposed residential gypsy site / Log Cabin Holiday Park and other highly rated tourist accommodation.

All remaining applications were supported.
730. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee had no objections or comments regarding proposed work at 2 Crowtree Lane.

731. Planning Correspondence
The Committee noted that the following correspondence had been received:

The Committee expressed disappointment that the plans had been withdrawn.

c. Planning Appeal Decisions
i. 12 Seymour Avenue – N/105/00657/07 Erection of Wall. The enforcement notice has been quashed and planning permission has been granted. This application was objected to by Louth Town Council.

d. Planning Decisions (Variances)
Committee to note that there were no District Council decisions which were at a variance with the Town Council’s recommendations.

732. Correspondence
Committee noted that the following correspondence has been received:
a. From: ELDC Re: Lincolnshire County Council and European Parliamentary Elections Thursday 4 June 2009. Notices for both are now displayed as requested on the Town Hall Notice Board.
b. From: ELDC Re: Proposed Funfair – that this has now been rescheduled to be held between 18th and 24th August 2009. Planning Committee previously had no objections to the original application.
It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk write to ELDC to object to the change of dates on the basis that historically the Town Charters refer to the May Fair and that August was a peak time for car park usage and that reduced capacity should not be imposed on the town.
c. From: Active Parishes Re: Small Grants for local communities.

733. Street Collections 
The Committee made a recommendation that the request for a permit which has been received from The Vegetarian Society for Saturday 23rd May 2009 be refused on the grounds that they did not feel that this was an appropriate cause for such a collection.
734. East Lindsey Draft Housing Strategy Update.
Councillors noted that the correspondence that the additional hard copies that the Town Clerk had requested had only arrived that day. It was RESOLVED to defer the feedback from Councillors Mrs. Makinson-Sanders, Marris and Treanor until the next Committee meeting and that the Town Clerk should request an extension from ELDC. 

735. Sustainability Team (ELDC)
Committee noted the contents of correspondence received from Sustainability Officer Patricia Sumner.

736. Julian Bower Work to Trees
Committee approved the request from Peterborough Tree Services Ltd on behalf of CE Electric regarding essential work to trees on Julian Bower to ensure constant power supply to local residents. The Committee commented that they would have preferred the use of local labour to carry out the work but acknowledged that this may require specialist skills.
