33. Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman
It was proposed by Councillor Mrs. E. Ballard and seconded by Councillor T.F. Marris and RESOLVED by vote of the Committee that Councillor B. Burnett be elected Chairman of the Louth Town Council General Purposes and Finance Committee.  Councillor F.W.P. Treanor invited Councillor B. Burnett to take the Chair.

It was proposed by Councillor J.E. Gains and seconded by Councillor F. Robertson that Councillor A. Leonard be elected Vice Chairman of the Louth Town Council General Purposes and Finance Committee.  However, it was also proposed by Councillor D.E. Wing and seconded by Councillor J.P. Dean that Councillor Mrs. M.W. Finch be Vice Chairman.  Following a secret ballot it was RESOLVED that Councillor A. Leonard be elected Vice Chairman. Councillor B. Burnett invited Councillor A. Leonard to take the Vice Chair.

35. Apologies for Absence
There were no apologies for absence.

36. Declarations of Interest

37. Committee Minutes

38. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that she had reported the recent accident at Hubbards Hills to HSE under the RIDDOR regulations.  She confirmed that she had received no further contact from the injured party.


39. East Lindsey Citizens Advice Bureau – Discretionary Rate Relief for Charitable Organisations
It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk and Ward Councillors be authorised to sign the above form which in effect confirms that the Town Council support the East Lindsey Citizens Advice Bureau.


40. Office Equipment
It was RESOLVED:
a. That the Town Clerk be authorised to spend a maximum of £150 on a new printer/scanner/fax

b. That the Town Clerk be authorised to spend a maximum of £60 on a replacement answering machine


41. Use of Accommodation by Louth Town Council 
The Committee noted that due to reconciliation of ELDC accounts for 2007/08 Louth Town Council has been notified that a sum of £759.05 will be refunded against the second quarters rent.  Therefore, annual rental will be reduced to £5,106.18.  Councillors discussed the rent that Louth Town Council are charged and the offer by the Ants and Nats of the Mansion House as Town Council quarters.  It was decided that Town Council Accommodation should be a future agenda item and that the Town Clerk should look back at the records for 1974 and try to ascertain what arrangements were made then.
