c. That the remit of the groups be as follows:

i. Art Restoration – To constantly review the condition of all art works owned by the Town Council and civic memorabilia, charters, documents, civic regalia and civic robes and investigate methods of repair, restoration and funding sources in order to make recommendations on programmes of work and courses of action to the Council.  

ii. Hubbards Hills Management – To gather all relevant facts both financial and operational, produce a business plan and consider recommending that the Council take legal advice, should they deem it necessary.

iii. River Lud Liaison Group – To receive reports from the Environment Agency regarding maintenance work carried out, surveys undertaken, bids for national funding for proposed projects. To consider content and invitees to Public Flood Meetings.

iv. Floral Enhancement - To investigate and propose floral / decorative schemes for the 5 roundabouts (A16 & B1200) and other open spaces liaising with LCC to obtain necessary approvals. To investigate funding methods to include sponsorship and grants from appropriate agencies.  It is mandatory that this project is cost neutral to LTC.

v. Financial Overview Group (FOG) – To oversee financial transactions of LTC, view regular spending reports etc., and make subsequent recommendations to GP & F Committee. To make recommendations to Council regarding the appointment of internal and external auditors. To assess and make recommendations to GP & F Committee regarding applications for grants. To produce and review Financial Regulations. To ensure that statement of assurance on the Annual Report can be approved.

vi. Public Seating - To meet at least twice yearly to carry out a) a check on all street furniture to ensure that H & S regulations are met and b) to establish budget needs for precept.

vii. Quality Council – To investigate all criteria required to achieve quality status for Louth Town Council by 2010 and to create sub groups as appropriate to match categories.

viii. Town Guide  - To review previous publications and agree upon and collate editorial for future publications.  Next publication due September 2009, completed editorial required August 2009.

d. That the Surface Water Flooding Liaison Group set up by and overseen by ELDC be recognised by Louth Town Council and be attended by Councillors Mrs. E. Ballard JP., F. Robertson and J.E. Gains and that these Councillors should report back to Council at regular intervals.

e. That no Public Art Group should be set up at this time as a post management group for the Art Trail is already in operation and Councillor Mrs. E. Ballard JP attends on behalf of the Town Council.

f. That no CCTV group be set up as the 5 Towns Partnership group is in operation and is attended by Councillor Mrs. E. Ballard JP and Councillor T.F. Marris on behalf of the Town Council.  It was agreed that Councillor Mrs. M. Ottaway should attend meetings as a substitute, if required.

g. That a Past Mayors working group be set up, consisting of all Past Mayors and that this group should meet as and when required.

53. Louth Youth Council 
The Council received a report from Councillor F.W.P. Treanor and it was RESOLVED that Councillors Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders, J.E. Gains, F.W.P. Treanor, F.G. Coonghe and T.F. Marris be nominated to attend Youth Council meetings to discuss the ways in which Louth Town Council can help the Youth Council.
