88. Apologies for Absence
There were no apologies for absence.


89. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor K. Sharp had no remarks to make.

90. Declarations of Interest
No interests were declared.
91. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 20th May 2008 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.
92. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that the insurance claim for the goods stolen from the cemetery workshop in March may not be valid due to the fact that the ‘business equipment’ was stated to be at the registered address i.e. The Town Hall. She stated that she would be challenging this with our brokers as the insurance policy was reviewed last September and this fact had not been highlighted. The two strimmers have recently been replaced in order that normal operations can continue.

Councillor Treanor arrived at 10.04am
93. Action for Employment (A4e) 
The Chairman introduced Gary Roberts from A4e who handed out information leaflets giving details on the proposed placements and stated that they would be able to provide up to four people at any one time. The committee perused the proposed list of tasks and agreed that these would enhance the work of the cemetery operatives. Councillors questioned whether any management resources would be required that would disrupt the Cemetery Superintendent from his duties, Mr Roberts replied that this should be minimal and in addition they would provide all protective clothing, implements and training when required. It was RESOLVED that a) The Town Clerk can complete the Placement Proposal form based on a three month trial period b) The Town Clerk liaises with Mr Roberts to confirm the start date and placement requirements.

95. Communications at London Road Cemetery
The Town Clerk spoke to the Communications report which highlighted the quad radios that had been trialled with little success and concluded that a mobile phone on a pay as you go basis would be the preferred solution to enable the Clerk’s office, Funeral Directors, Contractors and Members of public to contact the Cemetery Superintendent or assistant. The Town Clerk confirmed that a budget had been created this year for this purpose. It was RESOLVED that:
a) The Town Clerk be authorised to purchase a mobile phone that is as robust and waterproof as possible.
b) That the mobile phone should be on a Pay as You Go basis purchased from petty cash that will be monitored by the Town Clerk.
c) That the Mobile Phone be accessible at all times for use by the Cemetery Superintendent or Assistant during normal working hours. 

96. 
Plumbing repairs to toilet block

Members discussed a report from the Town Clerk on the condition of the toilet bowls, seats, cisterns and 
basins 
and that a quotation for £555 had been received for the work required. Councillors discussed the 
materials to be 
used and RESOLVED that the works be authorised to proceed as per the quotation. This 
expenditure will be 
funded from the General Repairs and Maintenance budget.

97. 
Re-roofing of Cemetery Workshop

The Town Clerk reported that the work required to the Workshop was now urgent as recent rain had 
penetrated onto electrical connections. Councillors RESOLVED that the Town Clerk be authorised to proceed 
to a maximum of a single quote received of £1,875 or less if this could be achieved from another 
source. This 
expenditure will be funded from the General Repairs and Maintenance budget.

98. 
Corporate Image for Cemetery Staff

The Committee considered providing items of clothing with logos for Cemetery staff to create a 
uniform image 
to enable visitors to identify staff, improve Cemetery presentation and promote Louth Town Council. 
Suggested items are Polo shirts, Sweatshirts, Fleeces, Jackets, Baseball / Desert caps, Beanie hats all in high 
quality heavy duty fabrics. The Town Clerk also provided a sample of the Town 
Crest that could be replicated on 
the items. It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk could proceed with the purchases and that a suitable 
opportunity for promoting these and the chapel facilities would be arranged.

99. 
St. Aethelheards Chapel 

The Committee considered a request from St. Aethelheards that it replaces pieces of broken stained glass 
by a 
suitably qualified member of congregation at no cost to Louth Town Council. It was RESOLVED that permission 
should be given for St Aethelheards to go ahead with the work.

100. Disposal of Waste at London Road Cemetery

The committee considered the report by the Town Clerk regarding the different options available for the disposal 
of green and other waste at the Cemetery. Whilst it was acknowledged that the Committee would prefer as green a 
solution as achievable the resources required to separate the wires, cellophane, oasis, and ribbon from the 
dead 
vegetation would not prove to be cost effective. ELDC do provide a green domestic sized waste bin to small 
cemeteries free of charge that would be taken to a Green waste disposal site fortnightly. It was RESOLVED that 
the Town Clerk should take out a contract with Biffa Waste Disposal Services for 2 1,100 litre bins to be emptied 
weekly as required, and to request a Green Waste bin and emptying service from ELDC.
