207. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors A. Gardner-Clarke, D.M. Skinner and A.M. Lione.  These were approved by the Committee.

208. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman, Councillor B. Burnett proposed, Councillor A. Leonard seconded and following a vote of the Council it was RESOLVED to take agenda item 7 out of order, at the end of the meeting, as Councillor Burnett would be declaring an interest and leaving the meeting and he thought that the Council may wish to take the item in closed session.  

The Chairman also announced that the Council’s Annual Report had now been completed and submitted.

209. Declarations of Interest

210. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 8th July 2008 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.


211. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that the last of the Grant cheques would be collected on Wednesday 6th August 2008.


212. CCTV Refurbishment Programme 2008
The Committee noted that the budget for 2008/09 was £5,000 and it was RESOLVED to approve the refurbishment of the domes installed at the Market Place and at the junction of Eastgate and Cannon Street at a total cost of £4,150.00 plus VAT.


213. Louth Town Plan
The Committee RESOLVED to vire £480.00 from the Quality Council budget head to the Louth Town Plan budget head to cover the 5% minimum funding that Louth Town Council agreed to provide so that the Louth Town Plan Group could acquire a Community Council Grant.  

214. Louth, Ramsgate Road – Railings
The Committee RESOLVED to undertake the repair/upgrade of the above railings.  They also noted that LCC are ‘not keen to take them on board’ once the work has been undertaken.  Councillor C. Finch asked that the Council look into registering the land as its own and he assured the Committee that the area downstream of this site would remain the responsibility of the Environment Agency.  

215. Exclusion of Public and Press
Following a proposal by Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders seconded by Councillor T.F. Marris and agreed by a vote of the Committee it was RESOLVED that the public and press should be excluded from the meeting during the following item because matters regarding legal proceedings were to be discussed.

Councillor B. Burnett declared a personal interest (as noted above) and left the meeting.  Councillor A. Leonard assumed Chairmanship.


216. Hubbards Hills
Following an update from Councillor A. Leonard it was RESOLVED:

a. That the Hubbards Hills Working Group should arrange a meeting with the Chief Executive of ELDC, Mr. N. Howells.
b. That surplus funds should be used to commission a full Health and Safety Report on Hubbards Hills.
