268. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that there would be a presentation by the Household Recycling Team of LCC on 23rd September 2008 and another by the Planning and Building Control Business Manager of ELDC on 21st October 2008. She also reported that the date for the Public Flood Meeting had yet to be agreed with the Environment Agency and that the AGM of the CAB had been rescheduled to the 9th October 2008.


269. Applications Received by the Local Planning Authority: 
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule PA/Sched/09-09-08) and RESOLVED:

a. (1) Unanimous objection: Inappropriate design, not in keeping with the area or town. Concerns over varied rooflines on street scene. Position of access road near brow of hill, dangerous exit causing safety issues
b. (6) Object: LCC should be looking at green travel plans / sustainable travel and environmental grounds. Surface should be water permeable.
c. All remaining applications were supported.

272. Spout Yard Park Management Trust Ltd
Committee received a letter from Mr. R. Gwynne to consider forwarding an application for the installation of a cycle rack in the close vicinity of Broadbank Car Park. It was RESOLVED that a letter should be sent by the Town Clerk informing Mr. Gwynne that the application should be made to ELDC the owners of the land but that Louth Town Council should provide a letter of support for the facility. Councillor Makinson-Sanders opined that the design should be interesting and appropriate for the area.

273. Tourist Attraction and Facility Signing – Kenwick Farmhouse Tearoom
The Committee received a letter from LCC and RESOLVED that the application be supported.

274. Conservation Area Appraisal Exhibition
Councillors who attended the Conservation Area Appraisal Exhibition on 9th September 2008 reported that the exhibition had been poorly attended due to the lack of timely publicity by ELDC, councillors were encouraged to read the report in order to resolve upon a corporate response to the Appraisal at its next meeting on 23rd September 2008.

275. Brackenborough Road – Proposed Zebra Crossing
Keddington Road / North Holme Road – Proposed Pedestrian / Cycle Facility
Committee noted that a site meeting to discuss the above has been arranged with Ian Mickleburgh of LCC and Pete Saxby of the Design Team for 10am on 30th September 2008 at Brackenborough Road.

276. Free Trees for Parishes Scheme
Committee noted that no applications have been received to date.  Councillors were reminded that the closing date for application is 30th September 2008.  Committee gave the Town Clerk delegated authority if under subscribed to complete the proposal allocating any balance for use in the Cemetery.

277. Planning Decisions
Committee noted the following District Council decision which was at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations:
a. ELDC have given full planning permission for N/105/01877/08 – Change of use of existing vacant office used under Class A2: Financial and Professional Services of the Town and Country Planning (Use Classes) Order 1987 as amended to use as a taxi office.  5 Queen Street, Louth.  LTC objected to this application on 8/7/08 on the grounds that the inappropriate location would encourage illegal parking.
It was agreed that Traffic parking issues would be included on the next agenda for discussion.
