379. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 21st October, 2008 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.
380. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk had nothing to report.
381. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA_Sched_11_04_08) and RESOLVED:
a. (4) PL\0158/08 - Planning Permission – Mr. S. Grantham – Locate and operate a shredder – Bay 6, Plot 50 – 55 Bolingbroke Road.  To object on the grounds that the proposals could potentially create excessive noise and dust.
b. All remaining applications were supported.


382. Correspondence
The Committee noted that the following correspondence had been received:
a. From: ELDC – Re: East Midlands Regional Plan, Secretary of State’s Proposed Changes.  Copy of ELDC’s response to the above consultation received and available to view in the office.
383. East Midlands Regional Plan: Partial Review
The Committee debated whether to make a corporate response to the above and discussed a strategy for completing future large scale consultations.  It was RESOLVED that with regard to this and future large scale consultations the Town Clerk should endeavour  to obtain a copy of the District Council’s draft response and Louth Town Council should base its comments on this.

384. East Lindsey Local Development Framework (LDF) Preparation of the Core Strategy
It was RESOLVED that Councillors F. Robertson, F.W.P. Treanor, K. Sharp, Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders, Mrs. M. Ottaway MBE, Mrs. P.F. Watson and D.E. Wing should complete the above consultation questionnaire and submit their responses to the Town Clerk, by Monday 17th November, in order for the Town Clerk to collate the answers and compile a corporate response for ratification by the Council on 18th November 2008.

385. Mineral and Waste Core Strategy – Issues and Options
It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should peruse the above consultation document and should she deem a corporate response necessary bring this back to Council for completion on 18th November 2008.

386. LALC Annual Meeting – 11th October 2008
Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders informed the Committee that a comprehensive report would be with the Town Clerk shortly and it was agreed that this would be circulated to Councillors for perusal.

387. Action for Market Towns Convention
Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders informed the Committee that a comprehensive report would be with the Town Clerk shortly and it was agreed that this would be circulated to Councillors for perusal.

388. Exclusion Zone in Louth
Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders reported that Skegness and Horncastle have had areas designated as exclusion zones and she was perturbed that Louth has not, despite her asking the District Council to instigate proceedings on several occasions.  Councillor F.W.P. Treanor was of the opinion that Councillors should submit questions to be asked of the police to the Town Clerk who could then arrange for the Inspector to attend a meeting of the Council to discuss issues.  It was REOLVED that the Town Clerk should write to ELDC and ask for an exclusion zone in Louth covering areas where anti-social behaviour is known to take place (areas to be suggested to the Town Clerk by Councillors).  It was further RESOLVED that the letter should incorporate a request for a presentation to the Council, on the subject, by Councillor Sandra Harrison the appropriate portfolio holder at ELDC and an appropriate officer.

389. The Future of Wallis House
Councillors Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders opined that it seemed a shame that LCC have not thought to open up Wallis House to the reported homeless population of Louth, until LCC decide on a future use for it.  It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should write to LCC and ask them to confirm what their future plans for Wallis House are.

390. Traffic in Gospelgate
Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders reported that residents of Gospelgate are concerned about the increasing number of vehicles driving the wrong way up the one-way section of the street.  It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should write to LCC Highways and request that the one-way section of Gospelgate be made more obvious.  It was further RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should ask LCC to confirm who is responsible for the policing of traffic in the town, at present.

391. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following District Council decision which is at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations:
a. ELDC have given Consent to Display to N/105/02380/08 - 2 no. fascia signs to Heron Frozen Foods, 53 Eastgate, Louth.  Louth Town Council objected to this application at its meeting on 23rd September 2008 on the grounds of non-traditional use of materials in the Conservation Area.
