394. Royal Visit to Louth 2nd December 2008 
Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders apprised the committee of her views regarding the innocent involvement of a member of the Royal Family being associated with of the impact of bad planning decisions by Lincolnshire County Council and the insensitivity shown to local residents. Councillor F.W.P. Treanor was of the opinion that a Royal would have been invited to open the College long before the issue became controversial and he stated that the Princess Royal should be welcomed.  Councillor Mrs. P. Watson added that there were still outstanding enforcement issues to be resolved but agreed with Councillor F.W.P. Treanor.
 
395. PCSO Numbers in Louth
Councillor Mrs J. Makinson-Sanders explained that she was concerned that there had been a reduction in PCSO numbers in the town. The Town Clerk responded that she had received confirmation from the Team Leader PC Town that there had been a change in personnel but that there remained a full complement of 3 in post. Councillor F.W.P. Treanor added that he had also been informed that there was also now a trainee PCSO attached to the Louth Town Team.

396. Street Collection
The Committee RESOLVED to support a request to ELDC Licensing department for a Permit authorising Louth Round Table to collect in Louth Town Centre on 15th,16th and 17th December 2008 with the Santa float.

397. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following District Council decision which was at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations:
a. LCC have granted Planning Permission to construct 17 car parking spaces at Eastfield House Annexe, Louth. Conditions of this permission include – to incorporate permeable material and to provide a detailed scheme of surface water drainage to be approved by the Director of Development.
