The Town Clerk Mrs. Linda Blankley, her secretary Mrs. Lynda Phillips, Miss Yasmin Shah, 4 members of the public and 1 member of the press were also present.
As no members of the public wished to speak in the public forum Councillors took the opportunity to discuss various items.  The Mayor welcomed Miss Yasmin Shah to the meeting and explained that Miss Shah will work in the Council office while Mrs. Phillips is on maternity leave.  He informed the Council that Mrs. Phillips’ maternity leave will commence on 12th December and he wished her well.  He went on to praise local shops saying that most had excelled themselves this year with their Christmas shop window displays.  He offered Councillors two tickets to a Radio 4 questions show taking place on 19th December at Banovallum School.  These were accepted by Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders.  Finally, he reported on his meeting of that morning with Princess Anne at the opening of the Wolds College.

Councillor T.F. Marris opined that the Switch On of the Christmas Lights and the Crib Service had gone very well on Thursday 27th November, especially the procession from the tree to the crib.  Councillors Mrs. E. Ballard JP and J.R. Macdonald were of the opinion that the events would have been better if PA systems had been in use at each site.  Councillor T.F. Marris informed those assembled that a PA system had been in position but due to the inclement weather had not worked.

Councillor A. Leonard commented on the Louth Area Committee Meeting which had taken place on 1st December 2008, opining that the discussion about the future use of the Cattle Market had indicated to him that only one use (development of a supermarket) would be the ultimate outcome.

419. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 18th November, 2008 were discussed and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.
420. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that she had chased LCC re. the placement of Kiln Lane on the definitive map.  However, she had been told that there was no progress, as yet.
421. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA_Sched_12_02_08) and RESOLVED:
a. (1) N/105/02612/08 – Planning Permission – Mr. G. Horton – Erection of a detached double garage, in accordance with amended plans received by the Local Planning Authority on 24th November 2008 – 8 Stewton Lane – Support with the condition that the garage be brought forward by 2m for reasons of overbearing, loss of daylight/sunlight.

b. (7) N/105/03215/08 – Planning Permission – Cordeaux School – To site 1 no. 6kw wind turbine on a 15m mast with a blade diameter of 5.57m with associated foundations and cable run – Cordeaux School – Object on the grounds of noise, overbearance, impact on traffic e.g., distraction to drivers, visual impact.

424. Appeals to the Secretary of State for Transport, Local Government and the Regions
The Committee noted that notification had been received that Mrs. L. Laking has appealed to the Secretary of State for Transport, Local Government and the Regions with regard to the District Council’s refusal of her application for planning permission for the retention of the erection of a boundary wall with timber panelling and pillars to a maximum height of 2.235 metres with the provision of a gate relating to 12 Seymour Avenue, Louth.  Any comments made at the original planning application stage will be sent to the Planning Inspectorate.  However, should the Council wish to withdraw its comments, or make any additional comments in any way, 3 copies should be sent to the Planning Inspectorate.  Councillor D.E. Wing asked the Committee to consider reversing its original decision of objection as upon perusal of the wall he had ascertained that it was only a couple of inches higher than those of neighbouring properties, it was decorative in nature and it encompassed some previously open space which had been prone to dog fouling etc.  Following a vote of the Committee it was RESOLVED that the original decision of the Committee, to object, should stand.

425. Street Collection
The Committee RESOLVED to support a request for a permit for a street collection to be made by Oliver Smith for the Stroke Association on 23rd December 2008 in Louth.

426. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee RESOLVED to support the following proposed tree work: 

i. At: Within the grounds of Lodge Cottage, Keddington Road, Louth - Details: Crown lift to provide clearance of 4m from the ground and shorten lower three limbs of 1. no. Sycamore tree which is protected by tree preservation order Louth 1992.

427. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted the following District Council decisions which were at variance with the Town Council’s recommendations:
a. ELDC have Refused Planning Permission for N/105/02743/08 – Erection of a detached house which includes a swimming pool, erection of a detached 4 car garage, erection of an entrance wall with pillars and gates to a maximum height of 2 metres, to include a bin storage area, an external terrace and courtyard areas, and parking areas, existing dwelling on site to be demolished – 114 Horncastle Road, Louth.  Louth Town Council supported this application on 7th October 2008.

b. ELDC have Refused Planning Permission for N/105/02881/08 – To continue to site a portable building for use as a children’s nursery building without complying with condition no. 2 (time limit condition) imposed on planning permission reference N/105/01040/06 – 48James Street, Louth.  Louth Town Council supported this application on 21st October 2008.

a. ELDC have given Full Planning Permission for N/105/02060/08 – Alterations to existing dwelling to provide replacement windows and door to the rear – 9 St. Michaels Road, Louth.  Louth Town Council objected to this application on 7th October 2008 on the grounds of inappropriate use of materials in a conservation area.
