452. Committee Minutes
The notes of the Meeting of 18th November, 2008 were discussed, approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.
453. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that she had no matters outstanding.
454. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA_Sched_12_16_08) and RESOLVED:
a. (1) N/105/01938/08 – Planning Permission – P.M. and D. Brannick – To demolish existing bungalow, garage and boundary wall, in accordance with amended plans received by the Local Planning Authority on 17th November 2008.  This amendment is the application now includes demolition of boundary wall. Support. Condition: Satisfactory development approval in place.
b. (2) N/105/01876/08 – Planning Permission – P.M. and D. Brannick – Overintensification of site. Location on unmade road. Access inadequate for additional traffic generated. Parking arrangements inadequate. On road parking will restrict access by emergency vehicles (Health and Safety Grounds)
c. All remaining applications were supported.


455. Correspondence
The Committee noted that the following correspondence had been received:

(Builders) Limited – Planning Permission – Erection of 2 no. blocks of 4 no. houses each comprising of 2 no. two storey houses and 2 no. three storey houses and 2 no. pairs of semi detached two storey houses (12 dwellings), each house having a bin and cycle store, provision of parking spaces and construction of vehicular accesses in accordance with the originally submitted details except as amended by details received by the LPA on 12 & 17/7/06 and 6/03/07.  Stanley Field, Riverhead.  Notification that the above was withdrawn on 4th December.

457. Lincolnshire Fire and Rescue’s Integrated Risk Management Plan – Year Six Action Plan 2009/10 – A Consultation
Committee  received the above consultation document and RESOLVED that a corporate response should be made by the Town Clerk in agreement with all of the proposal contained therein. Members were also encouraged to complete the questionnaire as individuals and pass their responses to the Town Clerk as soon as practicable for submission. 

458. Suggested No Waiting At Any Time Restrictions submitted by LCC
a. Louth, Mount Pleasant/Watts Lane

b. Louth, Priory Road/Priory Close

Committee considered the attached letter and maps and RESOLVED to support the proposals at both locations citing that this will improve the situation for local residents and their ability to access and exit their own properties.

459. Proposed Relocation of the Lincoln Microbiology Laboratory to Scunthorpe
Committee received documents relating to the above and RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should write to NHS Lincolnshire, the NHS body responsible for commissioning health care services in the county with respect to the decision taken by ULHT and Path Links, opposing the transfer of services the Committee felt should also be sustainable at Lincoln, in addition to other sites in the wider county. It was acknowledged during the debate that samples from Louth currently are routed via Grimsby to Scunthorpe.

460. East Lindsey Draft Interim Housing Policy Consultation – November 2008
Committee considered the consultation and response to the above policy submitted by ELDC which would deal with the allocation of development via the Local Plan. It was noted that the original development allocation for East Lindsey had been reduced due to flood risk factors, and that this was an interim policy pending the Coastal Report due in the next 2 years. It was RESOLVED to give delegated powers to nominated members Councillors Mrs E. Ballard, Mrs J. Makinson-Sanders, Marris and Gains to compile the response by 12th January 2009 on behalf of the Committee.

461. Feasibility Study from ADAS: Sustainability of a Livestock Market in Lincolnshire
Committee discussed the report which has been issued by ELDC topics that were discussed included; retention of the Livestock Market to benefit the town and businesses, the impact of recent disease restrictions, current farming practices, animal welfare, support from local people and action groups regarding current and future uses. It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should write to ELDC stating that there was no clear conclusion of the purpose of the report, and that they should be strongly urged to use the site to its full potential citing the concern of Louth Town Council that a decline has been allowed rather than exploring alternative and complementary uses.

462. Proposed Work to Trees ELDC
Committee supported the following proposed tree works:
a. At: No. 1 Troutbeck, Westgate which is within the Louth Conservation Area – Details: Remove multiple Horse Chestnut stems (saplings) – Reasons: the tree is too tall and close to the house.
b. At: King Edward VI School, Edward Street, Louth which is within the Louth Conservation Area – Details: Remove 1 Holly tree and 1 Common Yew tree – Reasons: No reason has been given for the works (conservation area procedures do not require that a reason is provided).

Councillor Skinner left the meeting at 21.55

463. Provision of Grit Bins
Committee supported the requests by various members of the public for the provision of grit bins in the vicinity of Lindsey Way, Charles Street, Longleat Drive, Grosvenor Crescent/Charles Avenue, Councillors also requested that Cedar Close / Broadbank was also added to this list.  The Town Clerk was requested to ensure that the conditions required by LCC are met before the detailed submission is made.
464. Parish and Town Assembly – 9th December 2008
Committee received and noted a written report from the Town Clerk detailing the recent successful event held at the Embassy Centre, Skegness which had been attended by the Town Clerk, Mayor of Louth Town Council, other representatives of ELDC parish councils, District and County Councillors.
465. Planning Decisions
The Committee noted that there were no District Council decisions that were at variance to that of the Town Council other than those dealt with in correspondence items.
