MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF LOUTH TOWN COUNCIL 
HELD IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBER, TOWN HALL, LOUTH 
ON TUESDAY 13TH OCTOBER 2009

· A gentleman spoke about his objections to the sale of Louth Swimming Pool by ELDC.
· A lady voiced her concerns over the administration of Louth Swimming Pool heretofore and its proposed sale.

324. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Councillors C. Finch, J.R. Macdonald, Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders, Mrs. P.F. Watson, B.R. Williamson, D.E. Wing and the Town Clerk.  These were approved by the Council.

325. Chairman’s Remarks
a. The Chairman warmly welcomed Councillor Mrs. Sue Locking to the Council.  
b. He announced that former Mayor of Louth, Charles Everitt had recently passed away and he led a minutes silence in Mr. Everitt’s honour.  
c. He reported that BBC Radio Lincolnshire had been in contact with him asking his opinion of the Ministry of Justice doing public consultations on the closure of Louth Court well after the Court had already closed.

329. Louth Swimming Pool
Councillors received a letter from the Charity Commission and a copy of the Trust Deed.  Councillor A. Leonard read out a briefing note from ELDC.  He opined that the only grey area within it, as far as he could see, was the inclusion of the lorry park in the sale of the Swimming Pool.  He wondered how ELDC intended to differentiate between the financial benefits of both plots of land when the lorry park would clearly be worth a lot less if sold on its own.


330. Art Restoration Working Group
The Council noted the resignation of Councillors A. Leonard, Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders and T.F. Marris from the Art Restoration Working Group.  Following a proposal by the Mayor, Councillor K. Sharp seconded by the Deputy Mayor, Councillor F.W.P. Treanor it was RESOLVED that the Art Restoration Working Group be disbanded and a new group with four members be formed to look after the Council’s Property in the Town Hall consisting of Councillors Mrs. M.W. Finch, C. Green, Mrs. S. Locking and K.A. Sharp.  The Mayor announced that he would arrange and chair the first meeting of the group.  Councillor F.W.P. Treanor thanked Councillor Mrs. M.W. Finch for her hard work previously on the Art Restoration Working Group.

Councillor A. Leonard wished it to be recorded in the minutes that he was against the above proposal.

331. Civic Chain
Following a proposal by Councillor Mrs. M.W. Finch, seconded by Councillor J.E. Gains it was RESOLVED that the wording to be included on the bottom central link of the new replica civic chain should be ‘Louth Town Council’.
