504. Apologies for Absence

507. Minutes
The notes of the last meeting held on 5th January 2010 were discussed and it was RESOLVED following a proposal from Councillor T.F. Marris, seconded by Councillor B. Burnett that they be accepted as the Minutes. 

508. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk had nothing to report.


509. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Schedule 01-12-10) and it was RESOLVED:
a. 5) PL\0251\09 - Variation of Conditions - Wolds College - To alter condition 14 of planning permission ref N/105/0983/08/3 to change the operational hours to Monday to Friday 06.00 to 22.00 hours, Saturday 07.00 to 18.00 hours. Traffic movement, Monday to Friday 07.00 to 21.30 hours and Saturday 07.00 to 18.00 hours. - Wolds College, North Holme Road, North Holme Ward.  Object: This condition was put in place to protect local residents and should not be allowed to be varied. Breaches of the conditions will be notified to the enforcement officer.
b. 6) PL\
0239\09 - Variation of Conditions - Wolds College - To remove condition 3 of Planning Permission N/105/0983/08/3.  Condition 3 state: all windows shall be fixed shut - Wolds College, North Holme Road, North Holme Ward.  Object: This condition was put in place to protect local residents and should not be allowed to be varied. Breaches of the conditions will be notified to the enforcement officer.
c. 7) N/105/3160/07 - Variation of Conditions  - GBM - To vary conditions 3,4,9, and 15 - Bolingbroke Road, North Holme Ward.  Object: LTC object to all of the proposed variations - Condition 3 - this should still be subject to approval following submission to the Director for Development. Condition 4 - strongly object to the proposed increase in height of the skips on the grounds of loss of residents amenities and visual impact on the industrial estate. Condition 9 - should remain as originally approved. Condition 15 - this refers to non-approved materials, this site is not approved as a waste transfer station and therefore should not be permitted. Further noise and environmental impact assessments should be requested. LCC are also asked to take note that LTC feels that insufficient neighbour consultation has taken place and to note the residential log cabin development in close proximity to the site.


510. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee noted without comment  the following proposed work to trees:
a. At: 29 Queen Street (within the Conservation Area) – Proposal: T1 - Crown thinning of up to 15% and reshape 1no. Orchard Apple and T2 - remove split branch on the western side of the crown of 1 no. Myrobalan Plum – Reasons: To maintain the trees to a good condition and in the case of T2 to relieve weight and stress on a damaged section of the tree.

511. Planning Correspondence
The Committee noted that the following notifications re. Planning Correspondence had been received: 
a. Planning Decisions (Variances) 
i. N/105/02515/09 – ELDC have refused planning permission for alterations to existing dwelling to include a rooflight on the front elevation at 86 Newmarket.  Louth Town Council supported this application on 24th November 2009.
ii. N/105/02358/09 – ELDC have given full planning permission for the erection of 1 no. house with a detached garage which is an amendment to that previously approved under planning permission N/105/1405/07 which is in the course of construction, in accordance with amended plans received by the Local Planning Authority on 2nd November 2009 at Plot 4, Kenwick Pastures, Louth.  Louth Town Council objected to this application on 13th October 2009 on the grounds that the original approved plans had been contravened in terms of height of house.  Present unapproved height felt to be overbearing and will have a detrimental visual impact on the existing street scene.
b. Planning Appeal to the Secretary of State Decisions

i. N/105/01876/08 – Little South Street – Appeal against ELDC’s refusal to all the erection of 4 town houses with single garage and parking provision and upgrading of access road following the demolition of an existing bungalow.  This appeal has been dismissed.  

ii. N/105/01938/08 – Little South Street – Appeal against ELDC’s refusal to grant conservation area consent to demolish an existing bungalow and garage.  This appeal has been dismissed.


512. Correspondence
The Committee noted that the following correspondence had been received:
