The Town Clerk sought clarification on the task of securing tenders for the storage, erection and removal of the lights which may be subject to proposals by the group. It was agreed that this should be on a future agenda in March 2010.  Finally, the Town Clerk informed the Committee that Vaughtons had reported that work on the chain was progressing well.
