532. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman had no remarks.


533. Apologies for Absence

535. Minutes
The Committee approved the notes of the last meeting held on 12th January 2010 as the Minutes.


536. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk had no matters on which to report.


537. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority.
The applications listed in the schedule (PA/Schedule 01-26-10) were discussed and the following observations made:
a. Item (4) N/105/02814/09 40 Westgate Object:  The proposed installation falls within the Conservation Area and is against the Cons Area planning policy.  It would present an unacceptable visual impact on a 'street' facing roof. LTC supports energy efficiency initiatives but would like other alternatives to be considered for this location. LTC proposes to request the Ward Councillor to 'Call in' this application to ensure it is discussed by the ELDC Planning Committee.
b. Item (5) N/105/02907/09 Cistercian Cottage, Stewton Lane – Object:  Condition originally implemented to protect the open countryside in this area.  This condition should not be allowed to be removed.
c. Item (6) N/105/02908/09 Cistercian Cottage, Stewton Lane – Object:  This application falls outside of the permitted development boundary and will encourage manipulation of the agricultural tie condition (see N/105/02907/09). With regard to the application the design is unacceptable and not in keeping with any local features.
d. Item (9) N/105/03003/09 1A Victoria Road – Object:  Louth Town Council would welcome the additional medical facilities but not in this location. The practice would rely on the use of on street parking as the designated parking within the site is unsuitable. The access and manoeuvring for the designated parking is not acceptable and would result in cars reversing onto an already busy road close to a junction.
e. Item (10) N/105/03627/09 32 Queen Street – Object: Louth Town Council again wishes to object to this application on the same grounds as previously registered as there is no identifiable improvement contained in these amendments. The Council wishes to reiterate that in addition to the loss of town centre facilities and the disturbance to neighbours the design is wholly unacceptable within the Conservation area. The design contains no resemblance to any local features and the access arrangements have altered the line of a medieval street.

538. Proposed Work to Trees
The Committee discussed the following proposed work to trees:
a. Applicant: Mr. A. Doe – At: 11a Westgate –– Proposal: Remove 2 Lime trees – Reason: Tree 1 is very close to the house foundations and is pushing over a wall.  It is also leaning and overhanging the road.  Tree 2 is too close to the house and there is suspected decay.
The Committee RESOLVED to object to the work being carried out to healthy mature trees.


539. Planning Correspondence
The Committee noted the following correspondence: 
a. Planning Decisions (Variances)
i. ELDC have refused planning permission for N/105/02469/09 – 35 Aswell Street – Consent to Display 1 no. non-illuminated projecting double sided hanging sign.  Louth Town Council supported this application with the condition that the sign be made out of wood and be hand painted at its meeting of 24th November 2009.
ii. Re. N/105/3160/07 – Variation of Conditions – GBM (discussed by LTC on 12/01/10) and PL\0179\09 – Installation of 3MW Wood Fuelled Renewable Energy Biomass Plant Erection – GBM – Bollingbroke Road – Notification that LTC’s comments on the above applications were reported to members of the Planning and Regulation Committee.  Early notification that both proposals were approved, but certain changes to the conditions in the officer report recommendations were required.  Once these changes have been made, the decision notices will be issued. 
b. ELDC Planning Committee Agenda 21/01/10
i. Notification that the following planning application will be presented to the ELDC Planning Committee on 21st October 2010 at 2pm: N/019/01569/09 – Outline application (with layout and means of access to be considered) – Tanglewood Leisure – Brackenborough Lawn, Cordeaux Corner. 
The Town Clerk informed the Committee that this application has been approved subject to section 106 agreements being approved and detailed discussions regarding the development. 
c. Planning Appeals to the Secretary of State 

i. Notification that Miss D. Blythe has appealed against ELDC’s refusal of planning application N/105/01100/09 re. land at 4 Kidgate, Louth – alterations to existing dwelling to replace existing wooden windows with PVC – u windows.  Louth Town Council also objected to this application at its meeting on 9th June 2009.

ii. Notification that the appeal lodged re. N/105/02953/08 – 2 Cistern Gate, Louth – to replace rotted and non repairable softwood windows (5) and 1 door/frame with double glazed UPVC units to front elevation has been dismissed.  The Inspectorate’s main issue with the proposal is whether the proposal preserves or enhances the character or appearance of the Louth Conservation Area.

iii. Notification that an Inspector by the First Secretary of State under paragraph 1(1) of Schedule 6 to the Town and Country Planning Act 1990, will attend an inquiry at Louth Town Hall at 10am on 30th and 31st March 2010 to determine the planning appeal lodged re. N/105/03164/07 - Brackenfreya Woods, Brackenborough Road – change of use of land to use as a residential Gypsy site comprising of caravans on 11 no. pitches.

d. Neighbours Comments
From: A Member of the Public (MOP) – Re: ELDC Planning Application Consultation
Committee to consider the following comments re. planning application N/105/02982/09 – 76 Little Lane – Extension to existing house to provide an enlarged kitchen and conservatory which are currently in the course of construction.  An MOP and neighbour of the applicant is upset that she was informed in September of last year by ELDC that her neighbour did not need planning permission for the proposals, then on 11th January she received notification of the application but the application was not advertised in the public domain until the Target newspaper of 13th January.  However, LTC supported the proposals at its meeting on 12th January.  The lady wonders, when she was not notified until 11th January, how were MOP’s supposed to have time to lodge any objections with the Town Council?

In the light of additional information being available the Committee RESOLVED that ELDC should be informed that LTC now objected to this application on the grounds of massing.

Notification that the above was considered as part of the Community Travel Zone but did not rate highly as a priority scheme and was therefore not further investigated.  However, the scheme will be looked at again for possible future installation.  
c. From: LCC – Re: Louth St. Michael’s Road and Ashley Road Prohibition of Waiting
Notification that LCC propose to make a Traffic Regulation Order affecting the above roads that will prohibit waiting.  Further details available from the Town Clerk.  Objections must be received by Mrs. T. Fotheringham at LCC by 17th February 2010.
