562. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority.
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Schedule 02-09-10) and it was RESOLVED:
a. (1) N/105/02891/09 - Application to remove condition - Mr. I. Fletcher - 51 Crowtree Lane, LN11 9LL - Object: Condition should remain in place requiring access road of correct proportions to be constructed.
b. (2) N/105/00038/10 - Planning Permission - Mr. Rogers - 56 High Holme Road, LN11 0EY - Support: with condition that storage building is for domestic purposes only.
c. (3) N/105/00051/10 - Planning Permission - Bankmachine Ltd - 15 Market Place, LN11 9PB - Object: Out of keeping with Conservation Area use of non traditional materials.
d. (4) N/105/00052/10 - Consent to Display - Bankmachine Ltd - 15 Market Place, LN11 9PB - Object: Internally illuminated signage is against LTC conservation policy.
e. (6) N/105/00102/10 - Planning Permission - Simon Nicholson Designs Limited - 45 Newbridge Hill, LN11 0NQ - Object: Cumulative impact of extending the property in close proximity to other dwellings, over intensification in relation to the size of plot. Visual impact of the fence in an 'open plan' area.  
f. (8) N/105/02999/09 - Planning Permission - Mr. S. Kettle - 69 Newmarket, LN11 9EG - Support: this decision is not in line with LTC policy in the Conservation area, however a majority of Councillors felt that a precedent had already been set by existing UPVC on this street.
g. All other applications were supported.

a. Applicant: Mr. R. Ellidge – At: 29 Queen Street –– Proposal: T1 (Orchard Apple): Crown thinning of up to 15% and reshape.  T2 (Myrobalan Plum):  Remove split branch on the western side of the crown.

i. LCC have granted permission for N/105/01703/09 – To vary details submitted to discharge conditions 3, 4, 9, 10 and 15 of planning permission N/105/03160/07 – Bolingbroke Road, Louth.  LTC objected to this application on 12th January 2010.
ii. LCC have granted permission for N/105/0336/09 – Installation of 3MW Wood Fuelled Renewable Energy Biomass Plant Erection – GBM – Bollingbroke Road – LTC objected to this application on 12th January 2010.

c. From: St. Michael’s Church of England Primary School Year 1 Children – Re: Road Safety, Monks Dyke Road.  Following a proposal by Councillor B. Burnett, seconded by Councillor F. Robertson it was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should reply to St. Michael’s Church of England Primary School Year 1 Children thanking them for their letter, commending them on their community mindedness and explaining that the Town Council had forwarded their letter on to LCC Highways who have responsibility for road markings.
