619. Chairman’s Remarks
The Chairman had no remarks to make.


620. Apologies for Absence
Apologies for absence were received from Councillors Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders, B. Burnett, J.R. Macdonald and D.E. Wing.  These were approved by the Committee.


621. Declarations of Interest
The following interests were received in accordance with the Local Government Act, 2000:

a. Councillor C. Finch – personal interest – any item from or relating to ELDC, especially planning applications – as a member of ELDC and ELDC Planning Committee.

b. Councillor P.F. Watson – personal interest – any item from or relating to LCC or ELDC as a member of LCC and ELDC and agenda item 6 Planning Applications PA/Sched item 8 as a Governor at KEVIGS and PA/Sched 9 as an acquaintance of the applicant.
c. Councillor J.P. Dean – personal interest – agenda item 6 Planning Applications PA/Sched item 8 as a Governor at KEVIGS.

d. Councillor Mrs. E.J. Wood – personal and prejudicial interest in agenda item 6 Planning Applications PA/Sched item 9 as a personal and professional acquaintance of the applicant.

e. Councillor T.F. Marris – personal and prejudicial interest in agenda item 6 Planning Applications PA/Sched item 3 as the employer of a relative of the applicant.
622. Minutes
The notes of the last meeting held on 23rd February 2010 were approved as the Minutes following a proposal by Councillor T.F. Marris, seconded by Councillor Mrs. S.E. Locking.


623. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk had nothing to report.


624. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority 
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Schedule 03-09-10) and it was RESOLVED:
a. 1 - N/105/ 03627/08 - Amended Planning Permission - Park Broom Homes (Spofforth) Ltd - 32 Queen Street - Object on the grounds of: Restricted / loss of access to domestic and business properties in the proximity of the development; Excessive massing and over-intensive building within the space; Impact on the street scene; Design not in keeping with ‘Louth’ features of conservation area; Noise disturbance to neighbours; Loss of town centre parking spaces.  
b. 2 - N/105/00051/10 - Planning Permission - Bankmachine Ltd – 15 Market Place - Object: LTC felt that an ATM in this position where groups are prone to gathering may cause an increase in crime and/or a fear of crime.  The proposed ATM would have a negative visual impact on the street scene and LTC were concerned that members of the public would park illegally in the area in order to access the ATM causing traffic problems.
c. 4 - N/167/00198/10 – Planning Permission – Miss S. Rickaby – 19 Lee Street - Support: this decision is not in line with LTC policy in the Conservation Area, however, Councillors felt that the property is well set back from the road, does not form part of the primary street scene and is at the rear of the dwelling.
d. 6 - N/105/00232/10 - Planning Permission - Mrs. L. Murray - 134 NEWMARKET, - Object on the grounds that the proposed development would cause a loss of privacy to neighbours, would be overbearing and constitutes back land development.
e. 9 - N/105/02891/09 - Planning Permission - Mr. I. Fletcher - 51 Crowtree Lane - Object: Condition should remain in place requiring access road of correct proportions to be constructed.
f. 10 - N/105/02999/09 - Planning Permission - Mr. S. Kettle - 69 Newmarket - Support: this decision is not in line with LTC policy in the Conservation area, however a majority of Councillors felt that a precedent has already been set by existing UPVC on this street.
g. All remaining applications were supported without comment.

625. Planning Correspondence
The Committee noted that the following planning correspondence had been received: 
a. Planning Applications Withdrawn – PA N/105/01104/07 - N.A.N. Sharpley - Land at 7B Kidgate – application was withdrawn on 17/02/07.  Louth Town Council supported this application on 05/06/07.
b. ELDC Planning Committee Agenda 18/03/10 Planning Application N/105/00102/10 - 45 Newbridge Hill.  LTC Objected to this application.
626. Planning Training
The Committee received a report from Councillor F.G. Coonghe on the Planning training course he had attended on 24th February 2010.  The Committee received a recommendation from Councillor Coonghe that members of the Planning and Environment Committee should attend similar sessions and it was agreed that the Town Clerk should look into the possible organisation of similar planning training at the Town Hall specifically for Louth Town Council.  It was also agreed that she should approach David Loveday at ELDC and ask if he would be willing to attend a Town Council meeting to give a talk to the Council. 


627. Area Committee

a. The Committee nominated Councillors Mrs. M.W. Finch and A. Leonard JP to attend the next Area Committee meeting on 15th March 2010 on behalf of Councillor C. Green and F.G. Coonghe.
b. The Committee noted that the Area Committee Agenda setting team had declined to include the nominated items from LTC on the basis that responses could be provided directly to the issues raised (attached).  

628. Floral Enhancement Contribution
Following a proposal by Councillor C. Green, seconded by Councillor Mrs. S.E. Locking it was RESOLVED that a contribution of £1,000 from the Town Centre Partnership to be ring fenced for the use of Floral Enhancement, in addition to that proposed by LTC, in the town centre 2010/11 should be accepted.
