684. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk had no matters to report on.



685. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority
The Committee RESOLVED upon the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Schedule 04-13-10) as follows:

a. N/105/02401/09 Hilite Signs -   Louth Town Council wish to defer responding to this application pending decisions related to legal issues on possessive rights. Louth Town Council also have concerns related to the safe exit and entrance of vehicles to the development and are awaiting LCC consultation feedback on the same.

b. N/105/00372/10 51 Crowtree Lane – OBJECT - Louth Town Council objects to this new application on the grounds of (i) unsuitable access road - width and vision for expected levels of traffic. (ii) Object to increased size of properties on grounds of overbearing and privacy issues for neighbours with the addition of upper floors.

c. N/105/00439/10 14 Market Place – OBJECT- This application is against the policy of LTC with respect to materials used being non-traditional and not in keeping with the Conservation Area for such a prominent building.

d. N/105/00447/10 27 Broadbank - OBJECT - LTC objects to this application on the grounds of the use of uPVC over traditional materials in the Conservation Area.

686. Planning Correspondence
The Committee noted that the following correspondence has been received. 
a. Planning Decisions (Variances) – 
i. N/105/00051/10 15 Market Place – alterations to shop front and installation of ATM. This application has been granted Full Planning Permission. LTC objected to this application on 9th March 2010 (Detailed reasons available in the office).
ii. N/105/00102/10 45 Newbridge Hill – extension and fencing. ELDC has granted Full Planning Permission, LTC objected to this application on 9th February 2010on the grounds of cumulative impact, over-intensification and visual impact.

iii. N/105/02999/09 69 Newmarket – retention of UPVC windows and doors. ELDC has refused planning permission, LTC supported this application on 9th March 2010 based on the precedent of existing UPVC in the street scene.

iv. N/105/02377/09 Former Browns Peugeot, Newbridge Hill – Change of use to Food Store etc – ELDC have granted Full Planning Permission with conditions covering pedestrian and road safety issue amongst others which were objection reasons raised by LTC on 27th October 2009. The Chairman informed the Committee of the detailed considerations relating to the granting of Full Planning Permission by ELDC.

i. N/105/00052/10 15 Market Place withdrawn 1st March 2010.
ii. N/105/00101/10 14 Hunter Place withdrawn 25th March 2010 
c. Enforcement Action – N/105/00431/06 Louth Conservative Club, 15 Queen Street. An enforcement notice has now been issued in respect of a breach of planning control, this can be appealed against and if this is lodged LTC, as the complainant will be informed.

690. CCTV SLA
The Committee received a report from Councillor Mrs. Ballard on the receipt of the SLA (ELDC) who informed members that the provider was not locally based as requested but was substantially cheaper that the previous contractor and that LTC would be free to purchase their new cameras from alternative suppliers if wished. The Committee RESOLVED that the Chairman of the Council should sign the Service Level Agreement on behalf of Louth Town Council.

691. High Holme Road Traffic
Councillor Mrs. Makinson-Sanders highlighted some of the safety issues regarding the speed of buses, parked cars and the risk to other road users and pedestrians on High Holme Road. It was RESOLVED that the Town Clerk should invite a representative of Stagecoach to attend a future meeting.


692. Banners
It was RESOLVED that a previous decision not to permit the use of Catenary wires and wall mountings in Louth Town Centre for promotional banners should not be rescinded due to the potential damage that can be caused to the fittings and the buildings they are mounted on. 


693. Louth Nipper Bus Service
The Committee was informed by bus roundtable representatives that the Nipper bus service had started on 6th April 2010 and that 70 spray painted pink bus symbols have been designated as request stops along the route.
