21. Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman
Councillor Robertson was proposed and seconded as Chairman, there being no further nominations it was RESOLVED by vote of the Committee that Councillor Robertson be elected as Chairman. Councillor K. Sharp then invited Councillor F. Robertson to take the Chair. 

Councillor Marris was then proposed and seconded as Vice Chairman. There being no further nominations it was RESOLVED by vote of the Committee that Councillor T. Marris be elected as Vice Chairman. Councillor F. Robertson then invited to take the Vice Chair.

25. Committee Minutes
The notes of the meeting of 5th May 2009 were discussed, approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.




26. Town Clerk’s Report on Matters Outstanding
The Town Clerk reported that 
a. She had walked all of the Town Centre proposed routes for Definitive Footpath Applications with an officer from LCC who had proposed that he would approach ELDC regarding the Springside / Gatherums route and suggested that the Westgate (St James Footpath) and Spaw Lane should be tackled first by LTC.
b. A reply had been received from ELDC regarding the Malt Kiln who had confirmed that there were no current planning applications for this location.
c. A reply had been received that the Funfair in May had been rescheduled to August as a result of other business commitments. The Committee confirmed that they wished to enforce the objection to the August dates.

27. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority 
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA_Sched_05_19_09) and RESOLVED:

a. Object N/105/ 03372/08 113 Newmarket – Reason – use of UPVC in the Conservation Area.
b. Defer PL\0081\09 Plot 50-55 Bolingbroke Road – Reason – Clarification required for Conditions 3 & 9 from LCC.

All remaining applications were supported.
28. Planning Correspondence.
The Committee noted that the following notifications have been received. 

a. Applications Withdrawn

i. N/105/00302/09 – F & R Property Development Land at 7, Upgate, Louth. Application – demolition of wall, withdrawn 28th April 2009.
The Committee requested that the Town Clerk sought clarification of this withdrawal from ELDC.

b. ELDC Planning  Decisions

i. Bolingbroke Road, Biomass Plant – ELDC objected to the application from LCC. Councillor J. Makinson-Sanders confirmed that she had carried out a radio interview and issued a press release in relation to this application.

ii. Brackenfreya Woods, Gypsy Site – ELDC refused Planning Permission.


c. ELDC / LCC Planning Decisions (Variances)
Committee noted ELDC Planning Decision that which was at a variance with the Town Council’s recommendations:
i. N/105/00301/09 Land at 7 Upgate, Louth – ELDC has given Full Planning Permission to this application, LTC objected on the grounds of – Right of light to neighbouring properties, over-intensification of site (prefer single property), lack of amenity space. A full reasoning of the officer delegated decision is available in the office.
