MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE CEMETERY COMMITTEE OF LOUTH TOWN COUNCIL HELD IN THE CHAPEL, LONDON ROAD CEMETERY, LOUTH

63. Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman
It was proposed, seconded and voted upon that Councillor F.W.P. Treanor be elected as Chairman to the Cemetery Committee. As Councillor Treanor was not present, the Mayor remained in the Chair.
It was then proposed, seconded and voted upon the Councillor J. Dean be elected as Vice Chairman of the Cemetery Committee. Councillor Dean then took the chair for the remainder of the meeting.


64. Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Councillors F.G. Coonghe, C. Green, J. Macdonald and F. W.P. Treanor. These were approved by the Committee.


65. Chairman’s Remarks
Past Chairman, Councillor Sharp, informed the committee that suitably qualified members of the congregation of St Aethelheard’s church had carried out minor repairs to their chapel earlier in the year.


66. Declarations of interest in accordance with the Local Government Act, 2000:
There were no declarations of interest.


67. Committee Minutes 
Notes of the last meeting held on 24th February 2009 were approved as the Minutes.

68. Town Clerk’s report on matters outstanding
The Town Clerk made members aware that she had not yet contacted the probation service due to the possible involvement of Linkage Community Trust. However as this line of enquiry had not proved successful she would now make contact with the service with a view to possible projects in the cemetery.


69. Publications Received

70. Damaged Headstones
The Town Clerk reported on the quotations that had been received for repairs to the vandalised memorial for Past Mayor Hurd Hickling and family. The committee RESOLVED that no further action be taken other than to ensure that the memorial was safe.

71. Memorial Maintenance Promotion
The Town Clerk reported on an issue at the Cemetery where promotional material has been placed on individual memorials causing distress to families. She informed Committee members that she had contacted the company concerned who had since offered a written apology to the Town Council and any parishioners that may have been offended by their actions.
72. Cemetery Open Day
Committee RESOLVED that the Committee accept the invitation to hold a joint open day with St Aethelheard’s Orthodox Christian Church on 12th September 2009. The event would be used in particular to promote use of the chapel, Family History searches and the Wild Flower project.
73. Lincolnshire Family History Society
The Committee considered the request to Town Council regarding gaining permission to copy and publish burial records relating to Louth, London Road Cemetery by the LFHS. The Cemetery Committee referred the matter to the Town Council with the recommendation that the Town Clerk correspond with the LFHS to explore gaining access to the full database in order that Louth Town Council can use the data to populate relevant software to search the records for its own purposes.
