75. Chairman’s Remarks
The Mayor informed Councillors that the hanging baskets were now in position and acknowledged the assistance of Mr. D. Fairburn in the process. The hanging baskets are to be promoted in conjunction the Lovely Louth competition, the forms for which are available in the Town Clerks Office.

80. Town Centre Manager / Partnership

The Town Clerk was requested to circulate the response upon its receipt. Councillor Finch was requested to confirm the funding arrangements for the post back to Council. Finally it was RESOLVED that Councillors Mrs. P. Watson, K. Sharp, F.W.P. Treanor and the Town Clerk be nominated as Louth Town Council representatives for the Big Walkabout to be held on the 17th June 2009. Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders confirmed that she would be attending in a different capacity.

81. Louth Town Plan - Action Plan
Councillors RESOLVED that a response should be returned to the group to confirm that Louth Town Council supported the Action Plan.

82. Market Towns Consortium
Councillor Mrs. J. Makinson-Sanders informed the Council that she had sent correspondence to Community Lincs to assess the level of financial support that might be available but to date had not received a reply. This item will be brought back on a future agenda.

83. Lincolnshire Family History Society
Council RESOLVED that the LFHS should be invited to address councillors at a future meeting to discuss the matter and financial implications further.
