129. Notes of the last meeting held on 23rd June 2009 to be approved as the Minutes.
The notes of the Meeting of 23rd June 2009 were discussed, approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

130. Applications received by the Local Planning Authority: 
The Committee considered the applications listed in the schedule (PA/Schedule 07_07_09) and RESOLVED:
a. N/105/01192/09 DEFER – Reasons – To arrange direct contact with applicant to discuss/ resolve local residents issues.
b. N/105/00395/09 OBJECT – Reasons – Insufficient Car Parking Provision for occupants of properties, will add to problematic on- street parking issues in this area. On- street parking currently encroaches onto restricted waiting areas reducing the sightline for moving traffic. The 3 storey structure and gable end design will be too dominant and imposing in this location.
c.N/105/01228/09 OBJECT – Reasons – Use of UPVC in a Conservation Area.

            d. N/105/01571/09 OBJECT – Reasons – Used Acrylic and Vinyl Material on the Signage.

e.N/105/02002/09 OBJECT (Unanimous) – Reasons – Remain as per the original consultation - Not in keeping with the street scene (3 Storeys and a flat roof), inappropriate materials (roof (zinc) and windows (aluminium) for a location within the Conservation Area and in the proximity of listed buildings. Furthermore Louth Town Council believes that this application fails to comply with Planning Policy as notices have not been issued to owners of the shared access road to the rear of the property which will be unsuitable for construction traffic causing unnecessary disturbance to residents some of whom have front doors on this road. Once again the addition of further traffic exiting onto South Street which has poor visibility will increase road traffic safety issues. The building mass will dwarf the adjacent property and the heavy handed design will detract from the neighbourhood. Louth Town Council would also like to make Committee members aware of the lack of forethought and time-scale given to process these amendments which have necessitated the calling of a special meeting in order to comment on this application to the Committee. In summary Louth Town Council STRONGLY OBJECT as the building will fail to enhance and may harm the distinctive character of the Conservation Area in addition to causing disturbance and reduce the amenities currently enjoyed by neighbours.
f. N/105/3160/07 OBJECT – Reasons – Strongly object as contrary to the LCC Adopted Waste Plan 2006                                   Again Strongly object to development as contrary to the LCC Adopted waste plan. Councillors unanimously deplore the detrimental effect on the neighbouring properties.
